MOSES LAKE CITY COUNCIL
October 12, 2010

Council Present: Jon Lane, Bill Ecret, Dick Deane, Karen Liebrecht, Brent Reese, Richard Pearce,
and David Curnel

The meeting was called to order at 7 p.m. by Mayor Lane.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Mayor Lane led the Council in the pledge of allegiance.

PRESENTATIONS AND AWARDS - None

CONSENT AGENDA

Minutes: The minutes of the September 28, 2010 meeting were presented for approval.

Accept Work - Seal Coat Project 2010: Central Washington Asphalt, Inc. completed the work for
the Seal Coat Project 2010. The work should be accepted and the 60 day lien period entered into.

Resolution - Accept Easement - Beasley: A resolution was presented which accepts an easement
from Curtis and Sharyn Beasley for access to the Peninsula Lift Station.

Nuisance Abatement: The Council should set October 26 as the date to consider resolutions to
abate nuisances at 1230 Broadway, 2603 Texas, 1114 Cascade, 808 Loop, and Lot 15, Block 5,
Capistrano Park.

Fire Labor Agreement: Authorization was requested for the City Manager to sign the agreement
with the Fire employees.

Action Taken: Mr. Pearce moved that the Consent Agenda be approved, seconded by Mr. Reese,
and passed unanimously.

COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS - None

CONSIDERATION OF BIDS AND QUOTES

TRACTOR AND PAVEMENT ROLLER

The city received three bids for the tractor and three bids for the pavement roller.

Rathbone Sales was the low bidder on the tractor but the equipment proposed does not include
a self leveling bucket which was included in the specifications because of operational and safety
reasons. Staff recommended that this requirement not be waived.

Action Taken; Mrs. Liebrecht moved that the low bidder be rejected due to an irregularity in their
bid and the bid be awarded to Evergreen Implement in the amount of $45,842, seconded by Mr.
Deane, and passed unanimously.

It was pointed that the bids from J F Sahlberg & Co. and NC Machinery did not include the required
automatic watering system. Staff recommended that this requirement not be waived.
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Action Taken: Mrs. Liebrecht moved that the bids from J F Sahlberg and Co. and NC Machinery
be rejected due to an irregularity in their bids and the bid be awarded to Clyde West, Inc. in the
amount of $34,785, seconded by Mr. Reese, and passed unanimously.

TREE REPLACEMENT PROJECT

The city received three bids for the 2010 Tree Replacement Project. This is a small works roster
project. This project consists of removing 27 trees and tree planters in the downtown paver district
and replacing all except one where a new van accessible stall with a curb ramp is to be installed.
There was some discussion on the change in the tree species from locust to maple.

Action Taken: Dr. Curnel moved that the bid be awarded to Advanced Excavation, Inc. in the
amount of $118,727, seconded by Mr. Reese, and passed unanimously.

PETITIONS, COMMUNICATIONS, OR PUBLIC HEARINGS

SIGNS ON CITY PROPERTY - PARADE

The Moses Lake Business Association requested permission to place one 4’ x 6' banner sign at
Kwiky Corner to advertise the Ag Parade. The bannerwould be put up on November 19 and taken
down on December 4.

Marianne Bondi, Executive Director, Moses Lake Business Association, stated that the parade will
take place on December 3 and the banner only advertises the parade.

Action Taken: Mr. Deane moved that the request be granted, seconded by Mrs. Liebrecht, and
passed unanimously.

SIGNS ON CITY PROPERTY - DINO ROSSI

John McKean, Information Officer for the Grant County Republican Party, requested permission
to place temporary signs on city property in the approved locations.

Action Taken: Mr. Deane moved that the request be granted, seconded by Dr. Curnel, and passed
unanimously.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS

ORDINANCE - AMEND 20.05- CONSOLIDATED APPLICATION PROCESS - SINGLE READING

An ordinance was presented which provides that a pre-application meeting on a land use does not
constitute a formal application and does not create a vested right.

The ordinance amending Chapter 20.05 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled “Consolidated
Application Process” was read by title only.

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, stated that this would provide some additional protection to the
city and was requested by the city’s insurance provider.
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Action Taken: Mr. Pearce moved that an emergency be declared and the ordinance be adopted
on a single reading, seconded by Mr. Reese, and passed unanimously.

RESOLUTION - HALLOWEEN

A resolution was presented which recommends Saturday, October 30, as the date to celebrate
Halloween.

The resolution recommending Saturday, October 30, 2010 instead of Sunday October 31, 2010
as the day for children to celebrate Halloween activities was read by title only.

Action Taken: Mr. Reese moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mrs. Liebrecht, and
passed unanimously.

RESOLUTION - ACCEPT GRANT - DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE

A resolution was presented which accepts a $470,292 COPS Hiring Program grant from the U. S.
Department of Justice. This three year grant will provide full salary and benefits for two police
officers who will be assigned specifically to investigate and follow up on youth crimes. Acceptance
of the grant will require that the city retain the two officers for at least one year after the grant ends.

The resolution accepting a grant to the Moses Lake Police Department from the U. S. Department
of Justice was read by title only.

Dean Mitchell, Police Chief, stated that the city first applied for the grant in 2009 and was denied.
The city applied again in 2010 and was awarded the grant. He mentioned that Moses Lake is one
of 11 cities in Washington to be awarded the grant. The grant will be used to fund a Street Crimes
Unit. The police officers will be specifically trained to follow up on youth and property crimes.

Action Taken: Mr. Reese moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mr. Pearce, and
passed unanimously.

RESOLUTION - SMALL WORKS ROSTER

A resolution was presented which revises the city’s regulations establishing the small works roster
process. The changes include an increase in the amount of a project cost where the small works
roster can be used.

The resolution of the City Council of the City of Moses Lake, Washington, on the subject of
establishing a small works roster process to award public works contracts and rescinding
Resolution No. 2818 was read by title only.

Gary Harer, Municipal Services Director, stated that the changes are to bring the city’s
requirements into conformance with state law.

Action Taken; Mr. Ecret moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mr. Reese, and
passed unanimously.
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RESOLUTION - NUISANCE ABATEMENT - 1103 CASCADE - WINZLER

A resolution was presented which would abate the nuisances at 1103 Cascade. The property
owner, Ryan Winzler, was given a Notice to Correct and a Notice of Violation and Order to Correct
or Cease Activity.

The resolution determining that Ryan Winzler is the owner of certain real property within the city;
that a nuisance requiring abatement by city forces or forces contracted by the city exists on such
property; and directing the use of such forces to abate the nuisance found was read by title only.

Clair Harden, Code Enforcement Officer, was sworn in and provided testimony concerning this
issue. He mentioned that there has been no response from the property owner to any of the
notices provided by the city and none of the nuisances have been corrected.

Action Taken: Mr. Deane moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mr. Reese, and
passed unanimously. ‘

RESOLUTION - NUISANCE ABATEMENT - 1105 HILL - BEEMAN

A resolution was presented which would abate the nuisances at 1105 Hill. The property owner,
Gordon Beeman, was given a Notice to Correct and a Notice of Violation and Order to Correct or
Cease Activity.

The resolution determining that Gordon and Deena R. Beeman are the owners of certain real
property within the city; that a nuisance requiring abatement by city forces or forces contracted by
the city exists on such property; and directing the use of such forces to abate the nuisance found
was read by title only.

Greg Nevarez, Code Enforcement Officer, was sworn in and provided testimony concerning this
issue. He indicated that the property is in substantially the same condition now as when the
property owner was first contacted about the nuisances.

Gordon Beeman, 1105 Hill, was sworn in. He explained that most of the nuisances were taken
care of but additional items were then brought onto the property. He requested additional time to
take care of the nuisances.

There was some discussion and it was pointed out that Mr. Beeman will have an additional 15 days
from the passage of the ordinance to clean up the property.

Action Taken: Dr. Curnel moved that the resolution be amended to correct the property owner's
name and to reflect that Mr. Beeman provided testimony and the resolution be adopted, seconded
by Mr. Reese, and passed unanimously.

RESOLUTION - ACCEPT GRANT - BUREAU OF JUSTICE ASSISTANCE

A resolution was presented which accepts a $2,937 grant from the Bureau of Justice Assistance.
The funds will be used to purchase bullet proof vests.

The resolution accepting a grant from the Bureau of Justice Assistance was read by title only.
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Action Taken: Mr. Reese moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mr. Pearce, and
passed unanimously.

REQUEST TO CALL FOR BIDS - None

REFERRALS FROM COMMISSIONS - None

OTHER ITEMS FOR COUNCIL CONSIDERATION

RANDOLPH ROAD ANNEXATION

A Petition for Annexation for property located adjacent to Randolph Road was presented. The
proposed annexation area mainly includes properties which have executed Extra Territorial Utility
Extension Agreements with the city. Authorization was requested for the City Manager to execute
the annexation petition on behalf of those persons or entities which have executed an Extra
Territorial Utility Extension Agreement and given a Power of Attorney to the city to execute an
annexation petition on their or its behalf.

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, explained the location of the property and which roads are
included in the annexation.

Action Taken: Mr. Pearce moved that the City Manager be authorized to sign the Petition for
Annexation, seconded by Mr. Reese, and passed unanimously.

Action Taken: Mr. Pearce moved that the Petition for Annexation be accepted, seconded by Mr.
Reese, and passed unanimously.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL - AGREEMENT

The Grant County Economic Development Council has requested an amendment to the existing
contract to cover the cost of additional expenses for promoting economic development in the area.

Action Taken: Mr. Deane moved that the City Manager be authorized to sign the addendum to the
agreement, seconded by Mr. Reese, and passed unanimously.

NUISANCE ABATEMENTS - REPORT

Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, reported that the nuisances at 522 Kentucky,
720 Pennivy, 705 D Street, and 1201 Baker have been removed and no further action is required
at these properties. The remaining nuisances at 403 Earl, 221 and 227 Crestview, 502 Kentucky,
and 530 Florida are still under enforcement.

HOME OCCUPATION - TAXI - KENO

Gary Keno, 3921 W. Peninsula Drive, Unit 16, requested a change in the Municipal Code in order
to operate a taxi business from his residence. A letter from the manufactured park owner was
submitted which stated that he would have no objection to the business.

Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, stated that staff researched the issue of a taxi
business as a home occupation and, in the cities contacted, taxicabs were not mentioned as a
home occupation. The entities had specific conditions for a taxicab business.
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Mr. Keno stated that he would like to develop the business into a parcel carrier type service as he
has a covered vehicle that will transport up to % ton of material as well as ambulatory passengers.
He mentioned that his home would be mainly an address and contact phone number as he would
be on the road most of the time.

There was some discussion by the Council on the proposed carrier type service and it was pointed
out that the home occupation regulations would still need to be amended to allow a taxi cab
business as a home occupation. Staff was directed to draft an amendment to the home occupation
regulations to allow a taxi cab as a home occupation.

APPROVAL OF CLAIMS, PREPAID CLAIMS, CHECKS, AND PAYROLL:

Vouchers audited and certified by the Finance Director as required by RCW 42.24.080, and those
expense reimbursement claims, certified as required by RCW 42.24.090, have been recorded on
a listing which has been made available to the Council for approval and is retained for public
inspection at city hall. As of October 14, 2010 the Council does approve for payment claims in the
amount of $1,932,825.41; prepaid claims in the amounts of $24,435.30, $180.00, and
$1,435,134.39; claim checks in the amount of $2,199,016.26; and payroll in the amounts of
$2,079.10 and $31,718.86.

Dr. Curnel questioned the $100 penalty from Labor and Industries.

Spencer Grigg, Parks and Recreation Director, stated that L and | inspected the concessions
stands and the city received a penalty for not having the required information on site.

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, stated that there was a complaint from someone working the
concession stand about it being too hot. There are certain forms the city is required to keep that
show how many injuries there have been at the facilities. The city has the information but it is kept
atthe Human Resources Department. There was a mis-communication between the city and L and
| as the city did not realize that L and | wanted to see the forms, so at the end of the inspection L
and | informed the city that since the forms had not been produced, the penalty would be assessed.

Dr. Curnel questioned the amount of the cell phone bill for the Police Department.

Dean Mitchell, Police Chief, stated that each patrol car has been equipped with a cell phone since
many officers were using their own cell phone for calls related to cases. After doing an analysis
of the cost of having the officers return to the station to use a city cell phone and the time they are
off the street, it was found to be less expensive to just provide each car with a cell phone.

Action Taken: Dr. Curnel moved that the bills and checks be approved, seconded by Mr. Reese,
and passed unanimously.

NON-AGENDA ITEMS AND PUBLIC QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS - None

COUNCIL QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS - None
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CITY MANAGER REPORTS AND COMMENTS

BUDGET

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, requested a study session to discuss the budget. A study
session was set for October 26 at 6 p.m.

STORM WATER RATES AND OPERATION STATUS

Gary Harer, Municipal Services Director, reported that in 2009 the rates were set for the stormwater
utility. Two staff members have been assigned to the stormwater utility. Two additional
maintenance staff will be hired in November to clean catch basins, drywells and stormwater drains,
and maintain the city's stormwater grassy areas and lake outfalls. All necessary equipment has
been obtained. A decant station will be constructed in the spring of 2011 and a grant has been
requested to update the drywells in the Third Avenue and Block Street area. Staff will monitor the
stormwater utility funds to make sure the city remains solvent and the permit requirements are met.

BUILDING ACTIVITY REPORT

The September 2010 Building Activity Report was presented.

QUARTERLY FINANCIAL REPORT

The quarterly financial report has been placed on the website.

GAMBLING TAX REPORT

The city received $76,570.12 in gambling taxes for the third quarter of 2010.

INVESTMENT REPORT

The city received $12,178.39 in investment income for September 2010.

RECYCLING PROGRAM

Ron Cone, Finance Director, reported that about 47% of the material that was going to the landfill
is being recycled. The city is still dealing with residents who are placing inappropriate material in
the recycling and yard waste carts. The city has been able to provide a rebate of $.37 per
residential account for October.

SALES TAX/TRANSIENT RENTAL INCOME

The city received $407,935.17 in sales tax and $62,545.06 in transient rental income in September
2010.

AMBULANCE UTILITY FUND

Staff has been monitoring the Ambulance Service Fund and it has become apparent that if the city
is going to continue to operate an ambulance service, either the General Fund contribution or the
Ambulance Utility Fee will need to be increased. Currently the city contributes $70,000 from the
General Fund and there is a $4.70 per month ambulance utility fee. The Ambulance Service Fund
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has a negligible balance and is also carrying a loan of $450,000. This means the fund is in the red
by $450,000 at this time and that amount will increase if nothing further is done.

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, stated that the Ambulance Service Fund will have a loss of
$700,000 for 2010 and in 2011 the fund will have another loss of $767,000 if there is no increase
in income and that does not include the existing $450,000 loan. He mentioned that there are two
options at this time if the Council wishes to retain the ambulance service. The contribution from
the General Fund can be increased or the utility fee can be increased. He stated that there is little
chance of reducing expenses or increasing income.

Tom Taylor, Fire Chief, stated that all the firefighters are dual trained as a firefighter and an EMT
or paramedic. He mentioned that 17 members are paid for out of the ambulance fund and if the
ambulance service were eliminated, so would those 17 employees. He mentioned that about 75%
to 80% of the workload in the Fire Department is ambulance services.

James A. Whitaker, City Attorney, pointed out that by law, whatever amount a city contributes to
the ambulance fund from the General Fund must be maintained. The contribution amount cannot
be reduced.

There was considerable discussion by the Council.

Staff was requested to provide information on the possibility of raising the utility rate, increasing
the contribution from the General Fund, and privatizing the ambulance service.

The regular meeting was recessed at 9:40 p.m. and the Council met in a 20 minute executive
session with the City Attorney to discuss property acquisition. The executive session was
adjourned at 10 p.m. and the regular meeting was reconvened. The regular meeting was
adjourned at 10 p.m.

ARTICLE 1 - AGREEMENT

1.01 This agreementis between the City of Moses Lake, hereinafter referred to as the "City", and

Local #2052, International Association of Fire Fighters, hereinafter referred to as the "Union".

ARTICLE 2 - PURPOSE

2.01 The purpose of the City and Union in entering into this agreement is to set forth their
complete agreement with regard to wages, hours, and working conditions for the employees in the
bargaining unit.

ARTICLE 3 - BARGAINING UNIT

3.01 The City recognizes the Union as the exclusive bargaining agent for all full-time employees
of the Fire Department, except the Fire Chief, Deputy Chief, and Assistant Fire Chiefs.

ARTICLE 4 - NON-DISCRIMINATION

401 The City agrees not to discriminate against any employee for activity in behalf of, or
membership in the Union.

4.02 Union activity shall not interfere with the operation of the department.

4.03 A Union information bulletin board shall be allowed in each station in an area accessible to
the membership.

ARTICLE 5 - DEDUCTION OF DUES

5.01 The City will make a deduction for Union dues from the wages of each employee who

executes a properly written authorization and such deduction shall be remitted to the Union.

ARTICLE 6 - MANAGEMENT RIGHTS

6.01 Except as otherwise expressly and specifically limited by the terms of this agreement, the
City retains all its customary and usual rights, decision-making prerogatives, functions, and
authority connected with or in any way incidental to its responsibility to manage the affairs of the
City.



6.02 By way of illustration, such rights, decision making prerogatives, functions, and authority
of the City shall include the following:

A, To direct and supervise all operations, functions, and policies of the City for which the
members of the bargaining unit are employed.

B. To relocate, reorganize, or combine work of divisions, or to eliminate the operation of the
department for budgetary or other reasons, except when such changes affect the wages,
hours, or working conditions of the employees.

. To determine the need for and implement a reduction or increase in the work force for
budgetary or other reasons.

D. To implement new, and to revise or eliminate, wholly or in part, old methods, procedures,
materials, equipment, facilities, and standards, except when such changes affect the
wages, hours, or working conditions of the employees.

E. To assign and distribute work.

o To assign shifts.

To establish the work locations, methods, and processes by which work is to be performed.

L ©

To establish reasonable work rules.

To discipline, suspend, demote, or discharge an employee as provided by the general rules
and regulations of the Fire Civil Service Rules and Regulations.

ARTICLE 7 - PERFORMANCE OF WORK

7.01 The Union and the City agree that the public interest requires the efficient and uninterrupted
performance of emergency services. To this end the Union and the City pledge their best efforts
to avoid or eliminate any conduct contrary to this objective.

7.02 The Union and the City agree that during the life of this agreement the Union will not cause,
encourage, or participate in any strike (including strike picketing), slowdown, walkout, or work
stoppage against the City.

7.03 Nothing in this agreement shall prohibit political activities of individual members, or the
Union, as prescribed in RCW 41.06.250.

7.04 Inthe event of a strike (including a strike picketing), slowdown, walkout, or work stoppage,
the Union shall, within twenty-four (24) hours, issue a public statement disavowing such action and
requesting the employees to return to work. A copy of this statement will be simultaneously

supplied to the City.

7.05 The Union shall also make every effort to bring about the resumption of normal operations.
Within twenty-four (24) hours after the commencement of a strike (including strike picketing),
slowdown, walkout, or work stoppage, the Union shall advise the City, in writing, of their efforts to

resume normal operations.

7.06 Failure to respond to the Union's request to return to work by an individual's next scheduled
work shift shall cause disciplinary action to be taken. This action may include suspension or
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immediate dismissal.

707 No individual shall receive any portion of salary or benefits as provided by the City and in
accordance with applicable law while engaging in activities in violation of this articlie.

ARTICLE 8 - RECLASSIFICATIONS

801 When.a uniformed officer is provisionally appointed (according to Civil Service Rules and
Regulations) to fill a vacancy, subject to examination for permanent appointment to the vacancy,
the employee shall receive the salary of the classification while performing the work within that

classification.

802 Should it become necessary to establish a new job classification during the contract year,
the City shall designate a job title and establish the job description.

ARTICLE 9 - HEALTH AND WELFARE

9.01 Effective January 1, 2011 the City will provide medical, dental, and vision insurance
coverage for employees and the qualified dependents through the Association of Washington
Cities Health Benefit Trust. The members of the bargaining unit contribution rate will be a
composite rate based on fifteen percent (15%) of the dependent medical premium. The composite
rate will be calculated at the beginning of each contract year. Federal income tax laws pertaining

to medical insurance deductions are applicable.

9.02 If agreed to by the Labor/Management Committee that the leve! of benefits will remain
substantially the same, the benefits provided by this article may be provided through a self-insured
plan or under group insurance policy or policies issued by an insurance company or companies
selected by the City.

0.03 The City agrees to deduct an amount, certified in writing by the Secretary/Treasurer of the
Union, equal to the premium for disability insurance for LEOFF Plan ll, from the salary of those
LEOFF Plan Il members wishing to be covered. This amount shall be deducted once each month
and a check for the total deduction remitted to the Secretary/Treasurer of the Union within five (5)

working days of the deduction.

ARTICLE 10 - FUNERAL LEAVE

10.01 For employees of the bargaining unit, the Fire Chief will, upon request of the employee,
grant funeral leave with pay up to, butnot to exceed, three (3) shifts for the following reason: death
of spouse, father, mother, foster parents, brother, sister, child, stepmother, stepfather, stepbrother,
stepsister, stepchildren, foster children, grandparents, or grandchildren of employee or relatives
of the spouse of the employee in the same categories of relationship.

10,02 Employees taking funeral leave as provided in 10.01 above shall use their sick leave, or
vacation, for funeral leave. The choice of leave shall be at the employee's request.

ARTICLE 11 - HOURS OF WORK

11.01 In compliance with the provisions of the Fair Labor Standards Act, the City of Moses Lake
and Local 2052, IAFF, claim the Section 7(K) exemption for twenty-four hour shift personnel.
Accordingly, the work period for members of the bargaining unit working twenty-four hour shifts
shall average fifty (50) hours per week, consisting of nine (9) twenty-four (24} hour shifts out of a
twenty-seven (27) day cycle , with a four (4) day off-duty period after each three (3) day work shift
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period. (The work period for non-shift members of the bargaining unit will be a normal 40 hour
week and 2,080 hour year.) For shift personnel, one (1) twenty-four (24) hour Kelly day per twenty-
seven (27) day cycle will be scheduled at the employee'’s discretion, and approval of the Fire Chief
or his designee. The first six (6) Kelly days shall be picked prior to January 1 of each year and the
remaining Kelly days shall be picked prior to June 1 of each year. If the Kelly days are not picked
by January 1 or June 1, they will be scheduled by the Fire Chief or his designee. The "Kelly Days"
shall be scheduled off at no less than one (1) full shift at a time, unless agreed to otherwise by
employee and City. Day car personnel shall work Monday though Friday, 0800-1600 with a thirty

(30) minute, on duty, paid lunch.
11.02 No bargaining unit member shall be assigned relief work.

11.03 The work day for shift members of the bargaining unit shall be twenty-four (24) hours,
commencing at 0700 and following through to 0700 the following day. The work day for D Shift
members will be Monday - Friday commencing at 0800 and continuing to 1600 with a thirty (30)
minute paid lunch. The normal work day for non-shift members shall be eight (8) hours,
commencing at 0800 and following through to 1700 each day, except that on occasion non-shift
members shall be allowed to work on a flex-time schedule not to exceed forty (40) hours in the
normal week with prior approval of the Fire Chief or his designee. The structured work period will
be one day - Friday from 0800 to 1600 hours (exception: Tuesday night volunteer drill and
ambulance standby shall be allowed.) All members of the bargaining unit shall be allowed one (1)
hour of PT time. However, PT time shall not interfere with emergency calls. The Sunday routine
will include, but not be limited to, vehicle and facility maintenance and cleaning, daily house work,
special training, and study periods.

11.04 The pay period payday shall be every other Friday, except if a Friday falls on a holiday, the
payday shall be on Thursday. If Thursday is also a holiday, then payday shall be the first working
day thereafter. All pay rate changes and step changes shall be made effective the first day of a
bi-weekly pay period, after the effective date of the change.

11.05 For pay purposes the standard week for the City of Moses Lake shall end at 12 p.m.
midnight Sunday night and the new week shall begin immediately following.

11.06 It is the responsibility of management to post and maintain the monthly department shift
schedule. The schedule shall be posted two (2) months in advance. Any changes in the schedule
shall be posted in a fimely manner.

ARTICLE 12 - VACATIONS

12.01 The following vacation allowance is available to all full-time, regular members of the
bargaining unit:

12.03 One hundred percent (100%) of the employee's accumulated vacation hours will be paid
upon severance from the City. Employees voluntarily terminating prior to the completion of one (1)
year of service shall not receive this benefit. Any employee who fails to give the City two (2) weeks
notice, in writing, before resignation or service retirement, shall have two hundred and fifty dollars

($250) deducted from his/her final check.

12.04 Any employee may be granted vacation by the Fire Chief, after the employee has
completed six (6) months of employment. The leave granted shall not exceed the amount the

employee has accumulated.

12.05 Newly hired employees and employees separating from City service must be on pay status
for a minimum of twenty-four (24) hours (shift personnel) and for a minimum of eight (8) hours (for
non-shift personnel) in a pay period to accrue vacation.

12.06 Each member of the bargaining unit will be given one (1) seniority vacation pick. Once the
seniority vacation has been approved, it shall not be canceled or moved except in cases of extreme
emergencies. If an employee cancels an approved seniority vacation, the seniority vacation pick
will be considered lost for that year.

12.07 Twenty-four (24) hour leave requests will be considered, subject to available manpower.
Leaves so approved shall not be canceled because of scheduled training.

ARTICLE 13 - OVERTIME

13.01 The overtime rate shall be 1% times the hourly rate, computed on a fifty (50) hour week.

13.02 Overtime compensation shall commence when employees are required to work beyond their
normal work hour. Overtime pay due to employees will be computed by rounding to the nearest
quarter of an hour worked. Example: 0 minutes worked to 7 minutes worked, no overtime pay due;
8 minutes worked to 15 minutes worked, 15 minutes of overtime pay due; 16 minutes to 22 minutes
worked, 15 minutes of overtime pay due; 23 minutes to 30 minute worked, 30 minutes of overtime

pay due, etc.

13.03 Personnel covered by this agreement shall receive overtime pay for off-duty time actually
spent and reported for required EMT training under the O.T.E.P. certification program each

certification year.

13.04 The rate of pay for off-duty participation in officer's meetings and other mandatory off-duty
training will be overtime.



13.05 Accumulated overtime may be used as compensatory time off, when requested by the
employee and authorized by the Department Director, on the basis of equal time off for overtime

accrued (time and a half).

13.06 When an employee is called back to work by command or supervisory personnel during his
scheduled time off, a minimum of one (1) hour of overtime will be paid. If an employee is required
to work in excess of one (1) hour, overtime will be paid for time worked as computed above.

13.07 Compensable hours in excess of 204 hours in each 27 day work cycle shall be
compensated at the overtime rate set forth in the Fair Labor Standards Act, not to be less than
minimum of overtime as stipulated in present agreement.

13.08 For the purpose of definition, the term "command or supervisory personnel" shall be
construed to be the Fire Chief, Deputy Chief, Assistant Fire Chiefs, Captains, or persons acting in

that capacity.
ARTICLE 14 - HOLIDAY PAY/HOLIDAYS

14.01 Shift employees shall be paid for one hundred (100) hours straight time as agreed
compensation for holidays (including the personal floating holidays). This compensation will be
provided to the employees in twenty-six (26) equal pay period instaliments. All holidays, except the
personal floaters, will be holiday routine for on duty personnel. However, all emergencies,
housekeeping, and equipment checks will be accomplished.

14.02 Non-shift employees will observe the following holidays:

ARTICLE 15 - UNIFORMS

15.01 A uniform is considered to be that clothing which the City requires an employee to wear on
duty. The City shall not require the purchase or maintenance of Class "A" uniforms. All employees
will maintain, in serviceable condition, the following uniform inventory:

1 pair black uniform shoes or boots

A. 3 pairs of pants :

B. 3 uniform shirts (6 uniform shirts for Fire Inspector and Fire Marshal at least one (1) of
which will be long-sleeved

C. 4 T-shirts

15.02 The City will furnish uniforms to the employees. The City will replace uniforms as they are
worn out. The Fire Chief, or designate, will decide when the uniform or uniform part is worn such
as to require replacement. Uniforms that have been approved for replacement will be ordered in

a timely manner.

15.03 The cleaning of uniform parts requiring dry cleaning will be paid for by the City. The
frequency of cleaning and method of vendor payment will be established by the Chief.

15.04 |f an employee voluntarily terminates their employment during the review and evaluation
period (probation), the City will be reimbursed for the cost of the initial outfitting.

ARTICLE 16 - GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE

16.01 A grievance means adispute or disagreement raised by an employee or the Union involving
the interpretation or application of the terms of the provisions of this agreement. However, any
issues which are submitted with the agreement of the Union as a matter coming under the
jurisdiction of the Civil Service Commission shall not be considered a grievance, and shall not,
therefore, be subject to the grievance procedures herein. Nothing in this procedure shall prohibit
an employee from discussing a complaint directly with his superior or department head without
representation by the Union.

16.02 Step 1: Anemployee or a group of employees claiming to have a grievance must present
the grievance within ten (10) working days of the alleged occurrence, in writing, to the Union
Grievance Committee. The written statement shall set forth:

A The nature of the grievance

B. A statement of the facts upon which the grievance is based
. The provisions of the agreement covering the grievance

L A statement of the relief desired

“The Union Grievance Committee, upon receiving the written grievance, shall, within ten (10)
business days, determine if, in their opinion, a grievance exists. If, in their opinion, a grievance
does not exist, the matter will be dismissed at that time. If, in their opinion, a grievance does exist,
the Committee, with or without the employee, shall forward the grievance to the second step of the
procedure, which shall be the Fire Chief.

16.03 Step 2: Upon the receipt of the written grievance, the Fire Chief shall attempt to resolve it
within five (5) working days. If the employee, with the concurrence of the Union Grievance
Committee, is not satisfied with the solution of the Fire Chief, the grievance may (within ten
business days) be forwarded to the third step in the process, which shall be the Personnel Director.

16.04 Step 3: Upon the receipt of the written grievance, the Personnel Director shall attempt to
resolve it within five (5) working days. If the employee, with the concurrence of the Union
Grievance Committee, is not satisfied with the solution of the Personnel Director, the grievance
may (within ten business days) be forwarded to the fourth step in the process, which shall be the
City Manager.



16.05 Step 4: Upon the receipt of the written grievance together with all pertinent material, the
City Manager shall attempt to resolve it within ten (10) working days.

16.06 Step 5: If the grievance cannot be settled by the City Manager and agreed upon both
parties, the matter may be submitted by either party for arbitration. The arbitrator shall be
appointed by agreement between the City and the Union. If the City and the Union are unable to
agree upon an arbitrator within five (5) days after they meet to determine such an appointee, they
shall jointly request the Public Employment Relations Commission (PERC) to supply a list of seven

(7) names.

16.07 It shall be the function of the arbitrator to hold a hearing at which the parties shall submit
their cases concerning the grievance. The arbitrator shall render his decision based upon the
interpretation and application of the provisions of the agreement within thirty (30) days after such
hearing. The decision shall be final and binding upon the parties to the grievance provided the
decision does not involve action by the City which is beyond its jurisdiction. Each party hereto will
pay the expenses of their own representatives and the expenses of the arbitrator will be borne
equally by the parties hereto.

16.08 Neither the arbitrator nor any other person or persons involved in the grievance procedure
shall have the power to negotiate new agreements or to change any of the present provisions of

this agreement.

16.09 The time limits as specified above may be extended by mutual agreement between the two
(2) parties.

16.10 "Business days" shall mean Monday-Friday, excluding Saturday, Sunday, or holidays.

ARTICLE 17 - SALARIES

17.01 The Entry Step is established at 80% of the 'A’ Step. The City Manager retains the right
to hire at between the 'Entry' and 'A' under exceptional circumstances. Employees would move to
the 'A' Step after having successful completion of the review and evaluation period (which will not
exceed one year). When a Captain's vacancy is filled from in-house, the successful candidate will
be moved directly to the A’ Step for the position.

17.02 Effective December 20, 2010 (for 2011), salaries for members of the bargaining unit shall
be increased by an amount equal to 100% of the percent change in the CPI-W for West Coast
Cities, size "B/C", with a minimum of 2% and a maximum of 5%, using the September to
September index, as applied to the A Step.

ARTICLE 18 - PERSONNEL REDUCTION

18.01 In the case of Fire Department personnel reduction (layoff or reduction in rank), all single
role employees will be reduced before dual role employees. (Layoffs). such action will be based
on an overall evaluation within the classification affected with seniority considered a prime factor.

18.02 When employees are laid-off, their names shall be placed on a two (2) year re-employment
list in inverse order of lay-off. This list shall stand for a period of two (2) years and no new
employees may be hired by the Fire Department during that period until the laid-off personnel have
been given the opportunity to return to work subject to their ability to pass the physical

requirements.

ARTICLE 19 - SAVINGS CLAUSE

19.01 If any provision of this agreement shall be held by operation of law or by a tribunal of
competent jurisdiction or if compliance or enforcement of any provision should be restrained by
such tribunal pending a final determination as to its validity, the remainder of this agreement shall
not be held invalid and will remain in full force and effect.

19.02 In the event that legislation is enacted or amended affecting the provisions of this contract,
the parties agree to meet and amend the contract as necessary to comply with the new law.

ARTICLE 20 -TERM OF AGREEMENT

20.01 The terms of this agreement shall be in full force and effect on January 1, 2011 and shall
remain in full force and effect through December 31, 2011.

20.02 Either party desiring to amend the agreement for its next term, shall notify the other party
in writing. Both parties agree that they will abide by any applicable state laws and regulations
governing the commencement of negotiations for a successor to this agreement.

ARTICLE 21 - LABOR/MANAGEMENT MEETINGS

21.01 Itis mutually agreed that a committee for Local #2052, IAFF and the negotiating committee
for the City of Moses Lake shall conduct labor/management meetings for the purpose of resolving
any problems which may arise at the request of either party.

ARTICLE 22 - SICK LEAVE

2201 LEOFF |l shift members shall receive sick leave at the rate of 11.08 hours per bi-weekly pay
period, with a limit of 1,507 hours on the total accrual of sick leave.

2202 LEOFF Il non-shift members shall accrue sick leave at the rate of 3.70 hours per pay
period.

22.03 Each employee shall receive twenty-four (24) hours bonus vacation time for each full year
he/she works without using any sick leave or disability leave. The bonus vacation leave shall be
added to the employee's vacation accumulation on each anniversary date of last used sick leave.

22.04 Sick leave taken to attend a pre-arranged doctor's or dentist's appointment with the Fire
Chief's prior approval, for periods not to exceed two (2) hours for local appointments or eight (8)
hours for out-of-town appointments, shall not be considered as sick leave taken within the
provisions of this article. '



22 05 Newly hired employees shall be advanced three (3) shifts sick leave and shall not accrue
additional sick leave until the beginning of their seventh month of employment.

22.06 Newly hired LEOFF Plan Il employees and LEOFF |l Plan employees separating from the
City service must be on pay status for a minimum of twenty-four (24) hours in a pay period to

accrue sick leave.

22.07 Members who have completed their initial probationary period with the City will receive a
pay out of unused accumulated sick leave as severance pay if they: voluntarily terminate their
employment, if they retire; if they lose their employment as a result of a reduction in force; or if they
lose their employment due to injury or illness. The maximum amount of sick leave that can be
cashed out as severance pay by any member will be 480 hours. Day shift members will have their
sick leave cashed out at the rate of 25% of their unused accumulated sick leave up to the
maximum of 480 hours. Twenty-four hour shift members will have their sick leave cashed out at
the rate of 31.8% of their unused accumulated sick leave up to the maximum of 480 hours.

ARTICLE 23 - MANPOWER SHORTAGE AND TEMPORARY ASSIGNMENTS

23.01 In the event of a temporary assignment as Acting Officer exceeding six (6) consecutive
shifts and covering one (1) incident, all call backs or overtime will be compensated at the Captain's
rate, provided a call back specifically for a Captain's position at any time shall be compensated at
the Captain's overtime rate.

23.02 Inthe event of a temporary assignment to cover a vacation, sick leave, K-day, extended
leave-of-absence, ora vacancy in a captain's position, an employee accepting the assignment shall
receive pay at the ‘A" Step (Captain). This pay will continue for the duration of the assignment.

23.03 There will be no limit to the number of temporary assignments an employee may accept
during the course of the year.

Section 23.04 Medical Services Officer: The Medical Services Officer (MSQ) shall be a
paramedic, may be appointed from any rank, and serves at the discretion of the Fire Chief.
Appointment, performance, and removal of the MSO is not subject to the grievance procedure or
Civil Service review. However, the performance of Firefighter/Paramedic duties by the employee
serving as the MSO on shift or on ambulance transfer, shall be considered separate from MSO
duties and remain subject to Civil Service Rules and Regulations. An MSO retains his or her Civil
Service classification and shall return to that classification when service as an MSO is terminated.

The employee serving as the MSO shall receive $300 a month in addition to the base pay of the
employee and in addition to paramedic pay.

ARTICLE 24 - LEAVES AND VACANCIES

24.01 Itis agreed between the parties to this agreement that situations may arise creating the
need to fill short-term leaves and temporary vacancies in the fire fighter classification. Under such
circumstances the City will advise the Union and follow the Civil Service Rules and Regulations.

24.02 Suchanemployee appointed under this article shall receive the entry level fire fighter salary
(hourly rate). The City may extend a temporary/provisional appointment through concurrent
disability leave vacancies.

24.03 Leave and health benefits may be provided at the option of the City.
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24.04 Nothing in this article will imply to a temporary/provisional employee a vested right to
permanent empiloyment. Permanent employment full-vested rights will be accorded only after the
open competitive examination process as provided by the Civil Service Rules and Regulations.

24 05 All candidates for provisional or temporary appointments under this article shall have at
least one (1) year experience with at least a volunteer fire fighting organization.

24.06 The City will not place more than one (1) provisional or temporary employee on a shift.

24 07 Inthe event of a vacancy due to sick leave, vacation, or floating holidays, Day Car coverage
shall be accomplished by utilizing a Firefighter/Paramedic or a Firefighter/EMT appropriate to the
vacant class. Selection shall be by the use of the rotating overtime list. There will be no Day Car
coverage during t he weekend or non floating holidays.

ARTICLE 25 - OUT-OF-TOWN MEDICAL TRANSPORTS

2501 Personnel transporting patients out of town shall receive fifteen dollars ($15) for meals on
transports of two hundred (200) or more miles round trip, or for transports requiring four (4) ormore
hours to complete. If the transport is eight (8) hours or more, personnel shall receive an additional

ten dollars ($10).
ARTICLE 26 - SECOND ALARM/OUT-OF-TOWN TRANSPORT CALL-BACK

26.01 The City shall establish three voluntary, rotating call-back lists for off duty personnel
response to ambulance calls. The rotating lists shall be established as follows:

The bargaining unit members and qualified volunteer fire fighters who express an interest
in responding to the station for ambulance calls on their off time shall have their names
placed on separate cali-back lists according to their status as bargaining unit or volunteer.
Bargaining unit paramedics shall be placed on a separate list. Two personnel from the lists
will be contacted in the manner described herein to provide timely call-back relief as
needed, normally for a 24-hour period, provided; the period may be split into two 12 hour
periods if the situation dictates the need. The person whose name is at the top of the
bargaining unit paramedic list shall be contacted first. If, for some reason, that person is
not available or chooses not to be available, the next name on the paramedic list shall be
contacted; this procedure shall continue until the paramedic position is filled or the
paramedic list is exhausted. Once the paramedic position is filled or the list is exhausted,
members will be called starting at the top of the other bargaining unit list to fill the slots. If
the "call-back" positions are not filled from the bargaining unit lists as described above, the
volunteer list shall be used to fill positions as needed following the same procedure
described above. The position of each member’'s name in relation to other names on the
list will remain stable on the list until the member has volunteered and filled a call-back
position for a minimum of 12 hours. Atthe endofa call-back shift, a member’s name would
be placed at the bottor of the list. The rotations of the lists shall be continuous as outlined.
Members accepting the call-back status shall be issued pagers and agree to keep said
pagers on and with them at all times during their shift.

96.02 The Fire Marshal and Fire Inspector, when accepting a second alarm call-back as identified
above, shall receive overtime pay at the following rates:

Fire Marshal - shift captain rate, A Step
Fire Inspector - shift firefighter rate, A Step
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If a situation arises requiring either the Fire Marshal or Fire Inspector, or both, to perform
their regular duties while working a second alarm call-back, they shall be paid their regular
overtime rate during the period they are performing said duties.

26.03 Paramedic/firefighters who are under the observation of a preceptor will be allowed to sign
up for second alarm call back in an EMT position only.

26.04 Those bargaining unit members who choose to be on ambulance call-back will be paid one
dollar and fifty cents ($1.50) per hour standby pay, in addition to any overtime pay for actual call-

back.

26.05 Day car personnel are eligible for third and fourth alarm call back.

ARTICLE 27 - PARAMEDIC CERTIFICATION/RE-CERTIFICATION AND TRAINING

27.01 The City shall work with the Union to establish a Paramedic Certification Program at Big
Bend Community Coliege.

27.02 The City will pay tuition and books for members of the bargaining unit who have the City's
approval to enroll in paramedic and other related classes.

27.03 Firefighters who obtain training and study course work in preparation for paramedic
certification not required by the City, will do so on their own time and at their own expense.

27.04 The City will provide paid release time for classes/courses not provided in house in order
to assist paramedics to maintain their certifications, and will also pay tuition and books that are
connected with the process of bargaining unit members maintaining paramedic certifications.
Provided, however, that if a paramedic fails a course or test necessary in order to maintain their
certification, then subsequent attempts to pass the course/test will be at the employee’s expense
and on the employee’s own time.

27.05 Employees who receive the training assistance stated in 27.02 above shall maintain their
paramedic certification for a minimum of six (6) years, subject to the provisions of 27.06 below.

27.06 Any employee may drop his/her paramedic certification at any time with the approval of the
employer.

27.07 If a paramedic fails a retaken course/test and certification is withdrawn, the employee may
be terminated upon the recommendation of the Fire Chief.

ARTICLE 28 - SHIFT TRADES

28.01 With equally qualified employees, members of the bargaining unit shall be allowed eight
(8) shift trades per year, no more than three (3) consecutive shifts may be traded at one time. Four
(4) hours or more is considered a shift trade. Shift trades for approved training (including military
or official union business) will not be counted toward the maximum of eight (8) per year.

28.02 Paybacks will be accomplished within one (1) year of the initial trade. If the payback does
not occur within one (1) year, the trade shall be considered lost.

28.03 Neither shift trades nor paybacks shall create a situation where an employee works more
than a seventy-two (72) hour shift.
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28.04 Trades will notbe allowed during the initial probationary period except for approved training.

28.05 Family emergencies may be considered an exception. What constitutes an emergency
shall be determined by the Chief or Assistant Chief, or the Shift Officer in their absence.

28.06 The absence of a Captain due to an approved shift trade shall not entitle the Acting Officer
to Captain’s wages.

28.07 Forms shall be submitted to the Shift Captain and the Assistant Chief three (3) days prior
to the trade date. Forms shall not be needed for early relief, sleep-in on Sundays, etc. However,

the Shift Officer approval is required.

ARTICLE 29 - SENIORITY

29.01 Seniority for bargaining unit members shall be established by date of employment in the
Moses Lake Fire Department. If the date of hire is the same, scores on the employment
examination shall determine seniority with the higher score being senior. If test scores are equal,
dates of employment application shall be considered with the earliest application date determined

to be senior.

ARTICLE 30 - ALTERNATE DUTY

30.01 The Union and the City recognize the occasional need for temporarily assigning an
employee who is experiencing a disability to alternate duty.

30.02 An employee may request an alternate duty assignment. In the eventa LEOFF Il member
covered under this contract is temporarily disabled due to an injury or iliness and that member’s
physician releases him or her to alternate duty, every attempt to reasonably accommodate that
release will be made. The employee’s doctor will make the determination regarding the employee’s
ability to work an alternate duty position.

30.03 The City may request an employee to be placed in an alternate duty position. The City will
provide the employee and the Union written notification one (1) week prior to having an employee
work alternate duty. If an employee has remaining vacation balance, they should have the option
to deplete that balance before being assigned to alternate duty.

30.04 Any prior approved vacation scheduled before being assigned to alternate duty should be
granted. The hours shall be adjusted accordingly. No Kelly days shall be scheduled during

alternate duty.

30.05 The alternate duty assignment wouid normally be forty (40) hours per week, or with mutual
agreement between the employee and the City, other schedules may be established. The
employees net monthly pay will remain the same as if they were released to shift duty. The
employee shall continue to accrue sick leave, vacation, and pay-in-lieu of holiday at their current
accrual rates. If payroll cannot accommodate this accrual, then at the end of the assignment of
alternate duty, the rate will be adjusted accordingly.

ARTICLE 31- RESPONSE TIME

31.01 Due to the need for emergency response, all employees hired by the Moses Lake Fire
Department after the signing of this agreement, shall establish their permanent residence within
a twenty (20)minute response time to a City of Moses Lake fire station. Employees are
encouraged to live within the City of Moses Lake.
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ARTICLE 32 - STATE MOBILIZATION

32.01 Involvementin any State Mobilization Fire is strictly voluntary; no employee will be required
to participate when a fire occurs outside of Department boundaries or the boundaries of any mutual

aid or automatic aid.

32.02 Where an employee elects to take an assignment on a state ‘mobilization fire, the
department agrees to provide administrative support for the purpose of billing o employee's time.
The current overtime list will be utilized to notify and assign qualified personnel to state mobilization
team. Qualified personne! are defined as having a current Wiidland Firefighter Il certification as

a minium.

32.03 When an employee elects to take an assignment on a State Mobilization Fire, the employee
agrees to work under the pay schedule and rules set forth in the State Mobilization Plan.

32.04 The Department reserves the right to approve or disapprove an employee's request to
participate in any State Mobilization Fires where such an assignment would adversely affect the

best interest of the Department.

ARTICLE 33 - MINIMUM APPARATUS STAFFING

33.01 The minimum apparatus staffing for Moses Lake Fire Department will be as follows:
Station 1 Engine - Three (3) (officer, FF/PM, FF/EMT)
Medic Unit - Two (2) (FF/PM, FF/EMT)
Day Car - Two (2) (PM, EMT)
Station 2 Engine/Medic Unit - Two (2) (FF/PM, FF/EMT)

All future stations shall be staffed as Station 2 above as a minimum.

On September 8, 2010, staff opened bids for a tractor for that will be used by the Parks and

Recreation Department. The following three bids were received:

Staff’s Estimate $45,000

The tractor submitted in the low bid does not have a self leveling bucket that keeps the bucket
level while raising and lowering the boom. The Parks and Recreation Department
Maintenance Superintendent requested that the self leveling bucket be included in the
specifications because of operational and safety reasons. Staff feels this is a material
irregularity that should not be waived.

The tractor from Evergreen Implements substantially meets the specifications..

Staff recommends Council to reject the low bid because of the material irregularity, and award
the tractor to Evergreen Implement in the amount of $45,842.

Staff feels this
is a material irregularity that should not be waived

The roller submitted in the bid from Clyde West, Inc. has the automatic water system and
substantially meets the specifications.

Staff recommends the Council reject the bids from J F Sahlberg & Co. and NC Machinery
because of a material irregularity, and award the bid to Clyde West, Inc. n the amount of
$34,785.

Completion of a pre-application meeting does not constitute a formal application and does
not crate a vested right. If the proposed project is not allowed within the Moses Lake
Municipal Code, a pre-application meeting will not be held.

Section 2. The City Council declares that an emergency exists and this ordinance is deemed a public
emergency ordinance necessary for the protection of public health, public safety, public property, or public
peace and shall take effectimmediately as provided by law upon one reading if a majority plus one of the whole
membership of the City Council vote in favor of passage.

RCW 39.04.155 and other laws regarding contracting for public works by municipalities, allowing certain
contracts to be awarded by a small works roster process.

In order to be able to implement small works roster processes, the City of Moses Lake is required by
law to adopt a resolution establishing specific procedures.

ltis in the best interests of the City of Moses Lake to utilize a small works roster.

RESOLVED:

Cost: The City of Moses Lake need not comply with formal sealed bidding procedures for the
construction, building, renovation, remodeling, alteration, repair, orimprovements of real property where
the estimated cost does not exceed three twe hundred thousand dollars ($300,000) (4266660}, which
includes the costs of labor, materials, equipment, and sales and/or use taxes as applicable. Instead,
the City of Moses Lake may use the small works roster procedures for public works projects as set forth
herein. The breaking of any project into units or accomplishing any projects by phases is prohibited if
itis done for the purpose of avoiding the maximum dollar amount of a contract that may be ietusing the
small works roster process.

Number of Rosters: The City of Moses Lake may create a single general small works roster, or may
create a small works roster for different specialties or categories of anticipated work. Said small works
rosters may make distinctions between contractors based upon different geographic areas served by

the contractor.

Contractors on Small Works Rosters(s): The small works roster(s) shall consist of all responsible.
contractors who have requested to be on the roster(s), and where required by law are properly licensed
or registered to perform such work in this state. Contractors desiring to be placed on a roster or rosters
must keep current records of any applicable licenses, certifications, registrations, bonding, insurance,
or other appropriate matters on file with the City of Moses Lake as a condition of being placed on a
roster or rosters.

Publication: At least once a year the City of Moses Lake shall publish in a newspaper of general
circulation within the jurisdiction, a notice of the existence of the roster or rosters and solicit the names
of contractors for such roster or rosters. Responsible contractors shall be added to an appropriate roster
or rosters any time that they submit a written request and necessary records. The City of Moses Lake
may require master contracts to be signed that become effective when a specific award is made using
a small works roster. An interlocal contract or agreement between the City of Moses Lake and other
local governments establishing a small works roster or rosters to be used by the parties to the
agreement or contract must clearly identify the lead entity that is responsible for implementing the small
works roster provisions.

Electronic Rosters: In addition to paper andfor electronic rosters kept on file in the appropriate
department, the City of Moses Lake may also use the state wide electronic database developed and
maintained jointly by the Daily Journal of Commence and the Municipal Research and Services Center

of Washington.

6. Telephone or Written Quotations: The City of Moses Lake shall obtain telephone, written or electronic

quotations for public works contracts from contractors on the appropriate small works roster to assure

that

a competitive price is established and fo award contracts to the lowest responsible bidder;-as

A.

A contract awarded from a small works roster need not be advertised. Invitations for quotations
shall include an estimate of the scope and nature of the work to be performed as well as
materials and equipment to be furnished. However, detailed plans and specifications need not
be included in the invitation. This paragraph does not eliminate other requirements for
architectural or engineering approvals as to quality and compliance with building codes.

Quotations may be invited from all appropriate contractors on the appropriate small works roster.
As an alternative, quotations may be invited from at least five (5} contractors on the appropriate
small works roster who have indicated the capability of performing the kind of work being
contracted, in a manner that will equitably distribute the opportunity among the contractors on

the appropriate roster.

If the estimated cost is from one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) to three twe hundred
thousand dollars ($300,000) {§266,6067, the City of Moses Lake may choose to solicit bids from
less than all the appropriate contractors on the appropriate small works roster but must also
notify the remaining contractors on the appropriate small works roster that quotations on the work
are being sought. The City of Moses Lake has the sole option of determining whether this notice
to the remaining contractors is made by:

1)  Publishing notice in a legal newspaper in general circulation in the area where the work is
to be done.

2) Mailing a notice to these contractors.
3) Sending a notice to these contractors by facsimile or other electronic means.

For purposes of this resolution, "equitably distribute” means that the City of Moses Lake may not
favor certain contractors on the appropriate small works roster over other contractors on the
appropriate small works roster who perform similar services. At the time bids are solicited, the
City of Moses Lake's representative shall not inform a contractor of the terms or amount of any
other contractor’s bid for the same project.

A written record shall be made by the City of Moses Lake’s representative of each contractor’s
bid on the project and of any conditions imposed on the bid. Immediately after an award is
made, the bid quotations obtained shall be recorded, open to public inspection, and available by
telephone inquiry.

7. Limited Public Works Process: If a work, construction, alteration, repair, or improvement project is

estimated to cost less than thirty-five thousand dollars ($35,000), the City of Moses Lake may award
such a contract using the limited public works process provided under RCW 39.04.115, subsection (3).
For limited public works projects, the City of Moses Lake will solicit electronic or written guotations from
a minimum of three (3) contractors from the appropriate small works roster and shall award the contract
to the lowest responsible bidder as defined under RCW 43.19.1911(9). After an award is made, the
quotations shall be open to public inspection and available by electronic request.

A

For limited public works projects, the City of Moses Lake may waive the payment and
performance bond requirements of Chapter 38.08 RCW and the retainage requirements of
Chapter 60.28 RCW, thereby assuming the liability for the contractor's non-payment of laborers,
mechanics, subcontractors, materialmen, supplies, and taxes imposed under Title 82 RCW that
may be due from the contractor for the limited public works project. However, the City of Moses
Lake shall have the right of recovery against the contractor for any payments made on the
contractor's behalf.
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B. The City of Moses Lake shall maintain a list of the contractors contacted and the contracts
awarded during the previous twenty-four (24) months under the limited public works process,
including the name of the contractor, the contractor's registration number, the amount of the
contract, a brief description of the type of work performed, and the date the contract was
awarded.

8. Awarding Quote BeterminingtowestResponsibie Bidder: The City Council shall award the contract for

the public works project to the lowest responsible bidder provided that, whenever there is a reason to
believe that the lowest acceptable bid is not the best price obtainable, all bids may be rejected and the
City Council may call for new bids. RCW 43.19.1911(9) states: -

"In determining "lowest responsible bidder", in addition to price, the following elements shall be
given consideration:

The ability, capacity, and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service
reguired,

The character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience, and efficiency of the bidder;
Whether the bidder can perform the contract within the time specified;

Such other information as may be secured having a bearing on the decision to award the
confract: PROVIDED, That in considering bids for purchase, manufacture, or lease, and
in determining the "lowest responsible bidder," whenever there is reason to believe that
applying the "life cycle costing” technique to bid evaluation would result in lowest total cost

to the state, first consideration shall be given by state purchasing acfivities to the bid with
the lowest life cycle cost which complies with specifications. "Life cycle cost" means the
total cost of an item to the state over its estimated useful life, including costs of selection,
acquisition, operation, maintenance, and where applicable, disposal, as far as these costs
can reasonably be determined, minus the salvage value at the end of its estimated useful

life. The "estimated useful iife" of an item means the estimated time from the date of
acquisition to the date of replacement or disposal, determined in any reasonable manner.

Real Property Location and Ownership. ltis alleged by a Code Enforcement Officer of the City, a person
authorized to enforce the ordinances and municipal code of the City, that the real property located at
1103 Cascade (Lot 1, Block 9, Guffin Eccles Addition #3 - Parcel #81718000), Moses Lake,
Washington, is the site of public nuisance violations of Moses Lake Municipal Code (MLMC) 8.14.030.
The records of Grant County show the owner of the subject property to be Ryan Winzler, 1103 Cascade,

Moses Lake, WA 98837.

Notice. On August 13, 2010, the Code Enforcement Officer caused to be delivered by regular mail and
certified mail to the owner of record of the subject property a Notice of Violation and Order to Correct
or Cease Activity.

CHAPTER 8.14 - NUISANCES

8.14.030 Nuisance Defined. Each of the following conditions, unless otherwise permitted by law, is

declared to constitute a public nuisance, and whenever the Code Enforcement Officer deter-
mines that any of these conditions exist upon any premises or in any stream, drainage way or
wetlands, the officer may require or provide for the abatement thereof pursuant to this chapter.

A.

The existence of any trash, dirt, filth, and carcass of any animal, waste shrubs, accumulation
of lawn or yard trimmings or other offensive matter.

Defective or overflowing septic or sewage systems, and the existence of any noxious, foul,
or putrid liquid or substance which poses a health hazard or creates a noxious odor.

Any man-caused pool of standing or stagnant water, except storm drainage systems, which
serves as a breeding area for insects.

Accumulation of garbage, decaying vegetation, manure, dead animals, or other noxious
things in a street or alley, or on public or private property to an extent injurious to the public
health as determined by the Health Officer.

All other acts, failure to act, occupations, or use of property which is determined by the Health

For any building the existence of any broken glass in windows or doors for more than thirty

After watching the City's Ambulance Service Fund closely for the last several months, it
has become apparent that if the City is going to continue to operate an ambulance service
in the City of Moses Lake, either the City's General Fund contribution to the Ambulance
Service Fund or the Ambulance Utility Fee or a combination of the two will need to

increase.

Currently the City contributes $70,000 from the General Fund to the Ambulance Service
Fund and charges a $4.70 per month ambulance utility fee. The Ambulance Service Fund
currently has a negligible balance and there is a $450,000 loan that the Ambulance Service
Fund is carrying. That means, in essence, the Ambulance Service Fund is in the red by

about $450,000 to date.

City staff does not see the situation improving in the Ambulance Service Fund with costs
rising, particularly labor, equipment, and supply costs, and revenues decreasing from such
sources as Medicare and Medicaid. Self pays are few and insurance payments do not fully
cover the charge established by the City either.

It appears the fund will have a loss of about $700,000 at the end of the year if no further
action is taken. It appears the fund will also lose another $767,000 in 2011 if nothing

further is done.

The City Council approved the stormwater rates and the stormwater utility at their December
22, 2009-council meeting. City staff started to charge time against this fund beginning the
first of 2010. It took until the first of April before city staff could set up and send the billings
to all the property owners. The City started to receive revenues during April. The stormwater
utility internally borrowed $100,000 to cover the initial expenses.

Michelle Shields, Engineer Tech II, and Dan Peters were assigned to the Stormwater Division.
Michelle’s helped prepare the four ordinances that our stormwater permit required and helped
establish the rates. Currently, she is responsible for public education, assuring the City meets
the requirements of the permit, reviews drywell installations, updates mapping, and for
enforcement. Dan Peters was the sweeper operator.

Two additional maintenance staff are planned to be hired in November. Their job duties will
be cleaning catch basins, drywells and stormwater mains, and maintaining the city’s
stormwater grassy areas and the lake outfalls.

The equipment that was purchased in 2009 for the Stormwater Division included one pickup
for the maintenance crew, a vacuum truck to clean the catch basins, drywells, and stormwater
mains, and a sweeper. This equipment was purchased by Equipment Rental and rentals fees
were established.

Engineering designed a decant station that is planned on being constructed this coming spring.
The decant station captures the water that drains from the sweeping and catch basin cleaning,
and provides an area that the debris can dry. Lakeside Disposal will only pickup debris that is
dry or only slightly moist.

Staff prepared a grant application for upgrading the stormwater system in the Third Avenue
and Block Street area. The grant will pay 75% of estimated project cost $350,000. The
drywells in this area have groundwater standing in them, which does not meet the
requirements in the City’s stormwater permit.

A $250,000 interfund loan will be required to construct the two capital projects. Staff feels
positive that the city will receive the grant for the stormwater system upgrades in the Third
Avenue and Block Street area. If the City does not receive the grant then the City will not
complete the project and the loan can be reduced.

The stormwater fund will be able to repay the two loans, equaling $350,000, in five years with
the current rates that will be adjusted each year by the CPI. There are not any additional
capital projects or large equipment planned to be purchased until these two loans are repaid.

The rates need to be reviewed 2012 after the City’s stormwater permit is renewed, and when
there has been a full year of budget history. The new permit will have additional
requirements that may affect our expenditures.
