The meeting was called to order at 7 p.m. by Mayor Deane. 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Mr. Avila led the Council in the pledge of allegiance. 

PRESENTATION AND AWARDS - None 

CONSENT AGENDA 

Minutes: The minutes of the August 26 meeting were presented for approval. 

Approval of Claims, Prepaid Claims, Checks, and Payroll: Vouchers audited and certified by the Finance 
Director as required by RCW 42.24.080, and those expense reimbursement claims, certified as required by 
RCW 42.24.090, have been recorded on a listing which has been made available to the Council for approval 
and is retained for public inspection at the Civic Center. As of September 9, 2014 the Council does approve 
for payment claims in the amount of $373,874.21; prepaid claims in the amount of $16,406.62; claim checks 
in the amount of $1 ,727,436.81 ; and payroll in the amounts of $392, 172.36 and $4,010.15. 

Davisson Final Major Plat and Findings of Fact: Davisson Enterprises has submitted a final plat application 
for a one-lot plat of 17. 7 4 acres. The site is vacant and is located west of Road N and north of Wheeler Road. 
The area is zoned Heavy Industrial, which corresponds with the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation 
of Industrial. There have been no significant changes from the preliminary plat. The Planning Commission 
recommended that the final plat be approved with conditions. The Council's approval of this decision 
incorporates and adopts the Findings, Conclusion and Decision of the Planning Commission. 

Action Taken: Mr. Voth moved that the Consent Agenda be approved, seconded by Mr. Avila, and passed 
unanimously. 

COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS - None 

CONSIDERATION OF BIDS AND QUOTES 

BIOSOLIDS LAND APPLICATION PROJECT 

The City received three bids on the Biosolids Land Application Project. This project includes loading, hauling, 
and land applying approximately 400 dry tons of biosolids from the Sand Dunes Wastewater Treatment 
Facility lagoons. 

Gary Harer, Municipal Services Director, stated that this is the first time the City has hauled biosolids off site 
and it has involved working with the contractor, property owners, and the Department of Ecology and involved 
a number of permits. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved thatthe bid be awarded to Northwest Cascade, Inc. in the amount of $150, 120 
with the approval to increase the quantities to spend up to the $200,000 budgeted for the project, seconded 
by Mr. Avila, and passed unanimously. 

PETITIONS, COMMUNICATIONS, OR PUBLIC HEARINGS 

PORT OF MOSES LAKE -ADVANCED PLANNING GRANT PROGRAM 

The Port of Moses Lake requested time before the Council to discuss a Department of Commerce grant 
program that provides funds to assist a county or city in paying for the cost of preparing an environmental 
analysis that advances environmental permitting activities in and around current and future large 
manufacturing sites for aerospace and other key economic growth centers. 

Patrick Jones, representing the Port of Moses Lake, explained the project and requested the City to make a 
pre-application to support the process as there is Port property that would be ideal for an aerospace industry. 
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There would be no costs to the City although the City would be the applicant and facilitator and participate in 
the administrative committee that manages the consultant that does the analysis. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that staff be authorized to join with the County and Port to apply for an 
advanced planning grant, seconded by Mr. Avila, and passed unanimously. 

Mr. Jones also introduced Jeff Bishop as the new director of the Port of Moses Lake. 

REQUEST TO USE CITY PROPERTY - IRONWOOD BAND 

Tracy Ekstedt requested the closure of Commerce Way on Sunday, October 12 in order to film a music video. 

Mr. Ekstedt stated that his band, Ironwood. is planning to film a music video and would like to use Commerce 
Way for a short time on Sunday, October 12. The street would be closed during short intervals between 9 
a.m. and 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. and 5 p.m. He contacted the neighbors and had no negative responses. 

Action Taken: Dr. Curnel moved that the request to close Commerce Way on October 12 be granted, 
seconded by Mrs. Liebrecht, and passed unanimously. 

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS 

ORDINANCE -AMEND 3.30 - UTILITY OCCUPATIONAL TAX - 2N° READING 

An ordinance was presented wh ich adds a time limit for refunds on tax payments. 

The ordinance amending Chapter 3.30 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled "Utility Occupational Tax" 
was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Mr. Ecret moved that the second reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Mr. Avila, 
and passed unanimously. 

ORDINANCE -AMEND 8.28 - NOISE CONTROL - 2No READING 

An ordinance was presented which exempts noise emanating from temporary construction sites in commercial 
zones. 

The ordinance amending Chapter 8.28 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled "Noise Control" was read 
by title only. 

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, suggested that the noise be exempted in the industrial zones also. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that the ordinance be amended to include "and industrial" and the second 
reading of the ordinance be adopted , seconded by Dr. Curnel, and passed unanimously. 

ORDINANCE -AMEND 13.08 -WATER AND SEWER CONNECTIONS - 2N° READING 

An ordinance was presented with amends Chapter 13.08, Water and Sewer Connections, by establishing a 
reimbursement for the installation of the sewer main on Randolph Road to serve Asta Real. 

The ordinance amending Chapter 13.08 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled "Water and Sewer 
Connections" was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Mr. Avila moved that the second reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Mr. Lane, 
and passed unanimously. 

ORDINANCE -AMEND 2.48 - PLANNING COMMISSION - 1sr READING 

An ordinance was presented which changes the requirements to serve on the Planning Commission to include 
that a member shall reside within the city limits or shall own property or a business with in the city limits. Since 
this change would include people with in the UGA, the ex officio members from the UGA are eliminated. 
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The ordinance amending Chapter 2.48 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled "Planning Commission" 
was read by title only. 

Mrs. Liebrecht was in favor of 9 members but felt that only 2 should be outside the City's limits. 

Mr. Voth also in favor of 9 but only 2 from outside the City limits. 

Mr. Deane felt that all members of the Planning Commission should reside inside the City's limits. 

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, suggested that the ordinance could be amended to read" . .. seven (7) 
members shall reside within the City limits and two (2) members shall either reside within the City limits or own 
property or a business within the City limits and shall be appointed by the Mayor ... " 

Action Taken: Mr. Ecret moved that the ordinance be amended as suggested by the City Manager and the 
first reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Mr. Lane, and passed unanimously. 

ORDINANCE - CREATE 18.50 - RECREATIONAL MARIJUANA BUSINESSES - 1sr READING 

An ord inance was presented which regulates marijuana businesses in the City's limits. 

The ordinance creating Chapter 18.50 of the Moses lake Municipal Code entitled "Recreational Marijuana 
Businesses" was read by title only. 

Katherine Kenison, City Attorney, stated that this ordinance would consolidate all the recreational marijuana 
uses into one chapter, adopts the state definitions, and adds some facilities within the 1,000' limit, limits the 
cultivation to indoor only, restricts the locations to permanent facilities with no drive through service, adds 
security requirements, and requires additional screening for the loading docks, and allows for retailers to 
locate in the C-1A and C-2 zones and allows the production and processing in the Light Industrial and Moses 
Lake Industrial Park Zones. 

Ms. Kenison provided information on the medical and recreational litigation on-going in the state. She 
mentioned that many jurisdictions have established moratoriums on marijuana issues until the court cases 
have been resolved or the legislature addresses the issues. 

There was some discussion by the Council. 

Chris Reese, 324 S. Ash, Suite B, representing Brent Heroux and Wheeler Corridor, LLC, owner of the 
building at 1450 Wheeler Road, stated that he is mainly interested in obtaining a business license for Mr. 
Heroux at the location on Wheeler Road, either under the existing ordinance or under the proposed new 
ordinance. he mentioned that the prohibition of a marijuana operation within 1,000' of a courthouse would not 
allow such an operation in the proposed location as it is about 500' from the courthouse in Moses Lake. He 
was concerned about the required building materials since the existing building is made of metal. He was also 
concerned that the requirement to provide the City wi th the business plan would mean that it could available 
to anyone through a public records request which it is not at the state level. 

Mr. Reese argued that the current business license submitted by Mr. Heroux is for a use appropriate in the 
Light Industrial Zone and should be permitted. 

Alan Heroux, 1156 Grand, requested that the Council approve the appeal of the denial of the business license 
application. 

Ms. Kenison pointed out that there is no appeal process to a denial of a business license. 

There was some discussion and it was pointed out that there is no process in the ordinance which authorizes 
the City Council to hear an appeal on the denial of a business license. Should the Council wish to allow the 
business, an amendment to the ordinance would need to be adopted. 

Mr. Voth suggested that the ordnance be amended by deleting from Section 18.05.030, item H. , the words 
"such as two-inch by four-inch or thicker studs overlain wi th three-eights-inch or thicker plywood or equivalent 
building materials", delete from Section 18.50.040, item A, and delete from Section 18.50.050, items Kand 
T. 3. 
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Mr. Ecret felt that the existing ordinance already allows the production and manufacturing in the Light Industrial 
Zone. 

Action Taken: Mr. Ecret moved that the marijuana producers be allowed in the current Light Industrial Zone, 
seconded by Mr. Voth . 

Mrs. Liebrecht was opposed to allowing the marijuana business at this time and felt that a moratorium should 
be established to see how the court cases play out. 

Motion failed with Mr. Ecret, Mr. Voth, and Mr. Avila in favor and Mayor Deane, Mrs. Liebrecht, and Dr. Curnel 
opposed and Mr. Lane abstaining as he felt it is not an allowed use in the current zone and would be in favor 
of the adoption of the proposed ordinance. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that the ordinance be amended by deleting from 18.50.030, Section H the 
words "such as two-inch by four-inch or thicker studs overlain with three-eights-inch or thicker plywood or 
equivalent building materials" and deleting Sections A, K, and T 3 under 18.50.040, seconded by Dr. Curnel, 
and passed with Mrs. Liebrecht and Mayor Deane opposed. 

ORDINANCE - DESERT GOLF ANNEXATION - 1sr READING 

An ordinance was presented which provides for the annexation of approximately 8.12 acres located adjacent 
to Fairway Drive and includes the right-of- of Fairway Drive. 

The ordinance annexing property commonly known as the Desert Golf Annexation to the City of Moses Lake, 
Washington, and incorporating the same within the corporate limits of the City of Moses Lake was read by 
title only. 

Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, pointed out that the legal description was amended to 
include Fairway Drive. 

Action Taken: Mrs. Liebrecht moved that the first reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Dr. 
Curnel, and passed unanimously. 

RESOLUTIONS - NUISANCE ABATEMENTS - 2003 BEAUMONT AND 210 LINDEN 

Resolutions were provided for the abatement of nuisances at 2003 Beaumont and 210 Linden. 

Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, stated that staff needs to clarify some issues on the 
nuisances and requested that the hearing on the nuisance abatements be tabled until the next meeting 

Action Taken; Mr. Voth moved that the hearing on the nuisance abatements be tabled until the next Council 
meeting, seconded by Mr. Ecret, and passed unanimously. 

REQUEST TO CALL FOR BIDS - None 

REFERRALS FROM COMMISSIONS - None 

OTHER ITEMS FOR COUNCIL CONSIDERATION 

REQUEST FOR CITY SERVICES - 2247 WESTSHORE DRIVE 

Bret Hammond requested permission to connect 2247 Westshore Drive to City sewer without annexing the 
property into the City. It would be impractical for the property to be annexed at this time since there are no 
properties in the area with Extra Territorial Utility Extension Agreements or property owners that want to 
annex. 

Action Taken: Dr. Curnel moved that the request for City services be granted with the stipulation that an Extra 
Territorial Utility Extension Agreement be required, seconded by Mr. Avila, and passed unanimously. 
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REIMBURSEMENT - ASTAREAL 

Council confirmation was requested of the City Manager's signature on the Sewer Reimbursement Agreement 
with AstaReal Technologies, Inc. for the sewer line installed on Randolph Road. Those properties connecting 
to the sewer main constructed by Asta Real will be requ ired to pay their share of the costs to the City and the 
City will forward those funds on to AstaReal. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that the City Manager's signature on the contract be ratified, seconded by Mr. 
Avila, and passed unanimously. 

NON-AGENDA ITEMS AND PUBLIC QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS 

CHICKENS 

Zachary Troupe, 29 Nob Hill Drive, Ephrata, stated that he also owns property in Moses Lake and would like 
to relocate to Moses Lake and bring his chickens, which are allowed in Ephrata but not in Moses Lake. He 
requested that the code be amended to allow the keeping of chickens inside the City's limits. He mentioned 
that the regulations in Ephrata prohibit roosters and shelter for the chickens has to be on the side or rear of 
the house and 1 O' away from property lines. The limit is 3 chickens per lot except that 1 additional hen is 
allowed for every 1,000' over the average sized city lot. 

Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, pointed out that the issue of keeping chickens inside the 
City limits was discussion with the Council previously and Council was not in favor of the idea at that time as 
one of the concerns was the issue of dogs chasing and killing the chickens, which would then deem the dog 
as dangerous. 

There was some discussion and staff was requested to provide information on the keeping of ch ickens. 

AIRPORT 

Tom Dent, Airport Commissioner, reported that the overlay project of the runways at the Municipal Airport has 
been completed and wanted to thank the Council for their support. He invited the Council to tour the Municipal 
Airport on Friday, September 12 at noon. He mentioned that the new fuel system has been installed and is 
operational. 

COUNCIL QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS - None 

CITY MANAGER REPORTS AND COMMENTS 

AMBULANCE REPORT 

The cash report on the ambulance operations for the month of August was provided. 

BUILDING ACTIVITY REPORT 

The August Build ing Activity Report was provided. 

INVESTMENT REPORT 

The City received $18,427.81 in investment income for Ju ly 2014. 

SALES TAX/TRANSIENT RENTAL INCOME 

The City received $512,038.78 in sales tax and $70,246.58 in transient rental income in August. 

BUDGET - GRANT COUNTY BOARD OF EQUALIZATION DECISION - REC 

A letter from the City Manager was presented which gave the background of the appeal by REC of the 
county's assessed value of their property. The Grant County Board of Equalization set the assessed value 
of the property at $250,000,000, which is a reduction of $421 ,255,765 in the assessed value established by 
the county. The City established its 2014 budget based upon the $671 ,255,765 assessed value for REC. 
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Because of the reduction in the assessed value, there is a loss to the City of approximately $1 ,327,000. The 
City will need to make up this shortage by replacement revenue for the General Fund or cuts in the General 
Fund budget. 

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, gave some background on the REC appeal of their assessed valuation 
and requested Council direction in the near future on how to make up the approximately $1 .3 million that the 
City will not receive in tax revenue. He pointed out that there are no reserves to cover this loss. There are 
several options to make up the loss including not operating the ice skating rink, the Larson Recreation Center, 
or the BMX track beginning this fall. This would save the save the City about $125,000. In 2015 the City could 
eliminate the summer concert series and marketing program for a savings of $179,000. These funds would 
go to support the Museum and Art Center. Additional revenue suggestions include taking the utility tax 
currently going to the Street Repair and Reconstruction Fund and returning it to the General Fund. Another 
option is to eliminate the General Fund subsidy to the Ambulance Fund and increase the ambulance utility 
rate to $11.10 per month. Other revenue is limited and consists of requesting the voters to approve the% of 
1 % in real estate taxes and a 1/10 of 1 % increase in sales tax and perhaps raise some of the utility taxes. 

There was some discussion by the Council on revenue sources and necessary cuts. 

Chuck Perry, 4204 Lakeshore, stated that the Parks and Recreation Department is second to none in the 
State of Washington and contributes to businesses locating in the area. He would be opposed to any 
reduction in the Parks and Recreation programs. 

Robert Dahlgren, BMX track operator, stated that the he is opoosed to any cuts to the Recreation Department 
since those cuts will affect the children in the City. 

Debbie Talbot, 2278 Gladys, representing the Hockey Association, stated that the hockey program has grown 
each year and there are players that come from Seattle, Spokane, Moscow, Tri-Cities, among other places. 
She felt that having the ice rink and BMX track are great assets to the community. 

There was some discussion and staff was requested to provide information on what type of fees could be 
charged to keep the facilities open. 

Jonathan Smith, 1604 E. Truman, stated that the reductions proposed in the Parks and Recreation programs 
simply point up the fact of the budgetary crisis the City is facing and felt that volunteers may be a resource 
the City could use. 

There was some discussion and the Council was in favor of returning the utility tax to the General Fund and 
increasing the ambulance utility fee. 

The ordinance amending Chapter 3.30 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled "Utility Occupational Tax" 
was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Mayor Dean moved that the first reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Mr. Lane, 
and passed unanimously. 

Staff was directed to bring back a resolution to increase the ambulance utility fee by $2.80. 

The regular meeting was adjourned at 9:40 p.m.

CONSENT AGENDA 

Approval of Claims, Prepaid Claims, Checks. and Payroll: Vouchers audited and certified by the Finance 
Director as required by RCW 42.24.080, and those expense reimbursement claims, certified as required by 
RCW 42.24.090, have been recorded on a listing which has been made available to the Council for approval 
and is retained for public inspection at the Civic Center. As of September 23, 2014 the Council does approve 
for payment claims in the amount of $800,529.83; prepaid claims in the amounts of $74,436.83 and

Crossroads Phase 6 Final Major Plat and Findings of Fact: Hayden Homes has submitted a final plat 
application for a 29 lot residential plat on 6.6 acres.

The area is zoned R-1 , 
Single Family Residential, which corresponds with the underlying Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation 
of Low Density Residential. There have been no significant changes from the preliminary plat. The Planning 
Commission recommended that the final plat be approved with conditions. The Council 's approval of this 
decision incorporates and adopts the Findings, Conclusion and Decision of the Planning Commission. 

Resolution - Accept Street and Utility Improvements - Crossroads Phase 6 Major Plat: A resolution was 
presented which accepts the street and utility improvements related to the Crossroads Phase 6 Major Plat. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that the Consent Agenda be approved, seconded by Mr. Voth, and passed 
unanimously. 

COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS - None 

CONSIDERATION OF BIDS AND QUOTES 

DRYWELL PROJECT 

The City received three bids on the 2014 Drywell Project. This project includes installing new and modifying 
existing stormwater improvements at 14 locations in the City. These improvements will reduce the amount 
of water that is discharged to the lake during storm events. 

Action Taken: Dr. Curnel moved that the bid be awarded to Cutting Edge Earthworks in the amount of 
$124,689, seconded by Mr. Avila, and passed unanimously. 

PETITIONS, COMMUNICATIONS, OR PUBLIC HEARINGS 

BUDGET 

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, explained that the decision of the State Board of Tax Appeals on the 
appeal filed by REC Solar Grade Silicon over their property tax assessment was rendered in the favor of the 
county. The issues for the City on the gap between revenue and expenditures is no longer an issue and the 
closure of the Larson Recreation Center, the ice rink, and other proposed closures of faci lities and program 
are no longer needed for 2014. 

Tyler Howard, President, Youth Hockey Association, stated that on behalf of the Youth Hockey League, the 
Adult Hockey League, the Youth Hockey Association he was interested in solutions to keep the Larsen 
Recreation Center open long term. In order to raise funds they are suggesting that the Larson Recreation 
Center scale back its hours on nights where there is youth hockey practice, charge for public skating, allow 
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out of town teams to use the hockey rink on Sunday mornings, and increase the amount the Moses lake Youth 
Hockey Association pays for ice time to $100 per hour. 

Robert Dahlgren, BMX track operator, pointed out that there are 41 registered riders that compete on the 
BMX track and that it brings in funds to the community when the races are held and requested the Council 
try to keep the track open. 

Zoe Dahlgren, BMX racer, explained how important BMX racing was to her. 

Chuck Perry, 4202 Lakeshore, stated that the parks and recreation programs in the City are very important 
to the quality of life in Moses Lake and suggested that the City approach the major businesses about the 
benefits of the City's Parks and Recreation Department and request they contribute to the programs. 

Melody Johnston, BMX volunteer, encouraged the Council to retain the BMX track as it is a beautiful facility 
and provides a place for people to enjoy their sport. The races that are conducted at the track also help 
support the community. 

Maria Hartman gave a history of the BMX track and encouraged the Council to keep it open. 

Nick Sickels, Moses Lake RC Race Club, stated that they are located behind the BMX track and would 
support efforts to keep the facility open. 

Brenda Teals, Moses Lake Tourism Commission, pointed out that the City's facilities are used by many people 
from outside the area which brings in tourism dollars to the City. She pointed out that the tourism dollars 
increase every year and closing any of the City's facil ities will impact those funds. 

AGRICULTURAL USES 

Laura Lutz stated that she wou ld like to see agricultural activities allowed in the City limits, such as urban 
farm ing , micro farming , including any and all gardening such as fruit trees, composting, bee keeping, poultry, 
rabbits, sheep, goats, pigs, cattle, etc. She listed her reasons for allowing such agricultural activities in the 
City. 

Spencer Grigg, Parks and Recreation Director, pointed out that the City does have the Community Gardens 
where people can rent plots if they want to have a garden and do not have the facilities for it. 

FREEDOM SPORTS - ZONING 

Freedom Sports requested the Council to change the zoning of the Moses Lake Industrial Park to allow the 
wrestling academy. 

Jerry Janke, representing Freedom Sports, stated that the sport of wrestling is important to many children and 
requested a solution to allow their business to stay in the Moses Lake Industrial Park Plat. 

Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, stated that the only solution is to change the zoning to 
allow for this type of businesses. He pointed out that this area was developed in the county and did not meet 
the standards of the City's commercial or industrial zones. The area was given its own zoning designation 
and uses were allowed that would be appropriate in the area. He pointed out that the existing uses would now 
fall into the City's commercial zone. 

There was some discussion and it was the consensus of the Council that staff draft some changes to the 
zoning to allow for commercial uses. 

ORDINANCE - DESERT GOLF ANNEXATION - 2No READING/PUBLIC HEARING 

An ordinance was presented which provides for the annexation of approximately 8.12 acres located adjacent 
to Fairway Drive and includes the right-of- of Fairway Drive. 

The ordinance annexing property commonly known as the Desert Golf Annexation to the City of Moses Lake, 
Washington, and incorporating the same within the corporate limits of the City of Moses Lake was read by 
title only. 
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The public hearing was opened. 

Joyce Mulliken, 1654 Jennifer Lane, wanted to know if this annexation would impact the county residences 
adjacent to the area to be annexed, but not included in the annexation. 

Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, stated that the annexation will not impact the county 
residences adjacent to the area to be annexed, but not included int eh annexation. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that the public hearing be closed, seconded by Mr. Avila, and passed 
unanimously. 

Action Taken: Mr. Avila moved that the second reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Mr. Voth, 
and passed unanimously. 

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS 

ORDINANCE -AMEND 2.48 - PLANNING COMMISSION - 2N° READING 

An ordinance was presented which changes the requirements to serve on the Planning Commission to include 
that a member shall reside within the Ccity limits or shall own property or a business within the City limits. 
Since this change wou ld include people within the UGA, the ex officio members from the UGA are eliminated. 

The ordinance amending Chapter 2.48 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled "Planning Commission" 
was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Mr. Voth moved that the second reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Mr. Avila, 
and passed with Mr. Deane opposed as he felt that members of the Planning Commission should reside within 
the City's limits. 

ORDINANCE - CREATE 18.50 - RECREATIONAL MARIJUANA BUSINESSES - 2N° READING 

An ordinance was presented which regulates marijuana businesses in the City's limits. 

The ordinance creating Chapter 18.50 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled "Recreational Marijuana 
Businesses" was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Mr. Ecret moved that the second reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Dr. Curnel, 
and passed with Mr. Deane and Mrs. Liebrecht opposed as she felt there should be a moratorium until after 
the current court cases have been resolved . 

ORDINANCE - SHORELINE MASTER PROGRAM - 18
T READING 

An ordinance was presented which repeals the existing Shoreline Master Program and adopts the updated 
Shoreline Master Program. 

The ordinance repealing the existing Shoreline Management Master Plan and adopting a new Shoreline 
Master Program was read by title only. 

Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, gave some background and history on the Shoreline 
Master Program. 

Action Taken: Mr. Voth moved that the first reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Mr. Avila, and 
passed unanimously. 

RESOLUTION - ABANDON EASEMENTS - HAYDEN HOMES 

Hayden Homes has requested the abandonment of easements located in Blocks 1 and 2 of Point Lorraine 
Estates. 

The resolution authorizing abandonment of easements was read by title only. 
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Gilbert Alvarado, Community Development Director, stated that there are no utilities in the easements being 
abandoned. 

Action Taken: Mr. Ecret moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Dr. Curnel, and passed 
unanimously. 

RESOLUTIONS - NUISANCE ABATEMENT COSTS 

Resolutions were presented which affirm the Council 's prior authorization to staff to collectthe funds expended 
for the nuisance abatements at 1335 Megan, owned by Robert Sampson, 1170 Grand, owned by Pedro and 
Maria Sanchez, 8615 Charles, owned by Brenda Cleis, and 823 Fairbanks, owned by Betty Duncan. 

The resolution establishing the billing to be imposed against Robert Sampson as the owner of certain real 
property upon which the City caused abatement of a nuisance to be performed after a failure of the property 
owner to abate the same was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Dr. Curnel moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mr. Lane, and passed 
unanimously. 

The resolution establishing the billing to be imposed against Pedro and Marina Sanchez as the owners of 
certain real property upon which the City caused abatement of a nuisance to be performed after a failure of 
the property owner to abate the same was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Mr. Avila moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mr. Lane, and passed 
unanimously. 

The resolution establishing the billing to be imposed against Brenda Cleis as the owner of certain real property 
upon which the City caused abatement of a nuisance to be performed after a failure of the property owner to 
abate the same was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Dr. Curnel, and passed 
unanimously. 

The resolution establishing the billing to be imposed against Betty Duncan as the owner of certain real 
property upon which the City caused abatement of a nuisance to be performed after a failure of the property 
owner to abate the same was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Dr. Curnel moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mr. Avila, and passed 
unanimously. 

RESOLUTION - NUISANCE ABATEMENT - 2003 BEAUMONT - MARKOVA LIVING TRUST 

A resolution was provided which provides for the abatement of nuisances at 2003 Beaumont, owned by 
Markova Living Trust. 

The resolution determining that Markova Living Trust is the owner of certain real property within the City; that 
a nuisance requiring abatement by City forces or forces contracted by the City exists on such property; and 
directing the use of such forces to abate the nuisance found was read by title only. 

Rick Rodriguez, Code Enforcement Officer, was sworn in and provided testimony concerning the nuisance 
violations. 

There was no other testimony. The hearing was closed. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Dr. Curnel , and passed 
unanimously.

NEPPEL DOCK 

Nathan Pack, Moses Lake Business Association, requested Council support for improvements to the dock 
located behind the Broadway Bar and Grill in Neppel Landing. The dock is maintained by the Moses Lake 
Irrigation and Rehabilitation District. He mentioned that Downtown Destination, Inc. recommended that 
Neppel Park be a hub with the existing dock being improved and maintained and including a water taxi 
service. 

Action Taken: Mr. Ecret moved that the city endorse the project of improving the dock, seconded by Mrs. 
Liebrecht, and passed unanimously. 

COUNCIL QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS - None 

CITY MANAGER REPORTS AND COMMENTS 

BUDGET - GRANT COUNTY BOARD OF EQUALIZATION DECISION - REC 

Joseph K. Gavinski, City Manager, stated that the Board of Equalization has made a decision on the appeal 
by REC of their tax assessment. The decision is favorable to the county so the City will receive will about $1 .3 
million, which will cover the City's costs for 2014. There is still an issue for 2015 and 2016 as it is expected 
that REC will again appeal their property tax assessment. The assessor is appealing the Board of 
Equalization 's assessment 2013 for 2014 and REC has also appealed that decision. It will take about two 
years before a decision is reached on these appeals. The City cannot depend on any of those funds until they 
have actually been rendered to the City. He mentioned that REC has appealed the most recent decision to 
the Thurston County Superior Court. Because of the appeals, the City will still need to find about $1.2 million 
in revenue or cuts for 2015. 

There was some discussion on the amount of money the City cou ld raise by increasing the ambulance util ity 
rate and placing all the utility occupational tax in the General Fund. 

ORDINANCE -AMEND 3.30 - UTILITY OCCUPATIONAL TAX - 2N° READING 

The ordinance amending Chapter 3.30 of the Moses Lake Municipal Code entitled "Utility Occupational Tax" 
was read by title only. 

Action Taken: Mr. Ecret moved that the second reading of the ordinance be adopted, seconded by Mr. Voth, 
and passed unanimously. 

RESOLUTION -AMBULANCE SERVICE UTILITY FEE 

A resolution was presented which sets the ambulance service utility fee at $11.10 per month. 

The resolution establish ing ambulance service utility rates was read by title only. 

Joseph K. Gavinski, C ity Manager, pointed out that ifthe resolution is adopted, the General Fund will no longer 
subsidize the Ambulance Fund. 

Action Taken: Mr. Lane moved that the resolution be adopted, seconded by Mr. Avila, and passed 
unanimously. 

The regular meeting was adjourned at 9:30 p.m.

FINDINGS OF FACT, CONCLUSIONS, AND 
DECISION 

1. HEARING BEFORE THE PLANNING COMMISSION. 

1.1 Date. A public hearing was held upon proper notice before the Planning Commission on 
August 28, 2014. 

1.2 Proponent. William Perdue is the proponent of this plat. 

1.3 Purpose. The proponent has requested a two-lot preliminary major plat of 6.23 acres in the 
Heavy Industrial Zone upon property legally described as Tax #5863, Assessor Parcel #11-
0039-000; and more fully described on the face of the plat. 

1.4 Evidence. The Commission considered the following materials in reaching its decision: 

A. The plat submitted July 22, 2014. 

B. Staff report and attachments. 

C. Testimony from Anne Henning, staff; and Gilbert Bailey of Columbia NW 
Engineering, representing the proponent. 

2. FINDINGS OF FACT BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION. 

Based upon the evidence presented to it, the Commission makes the following findings of fact: 

2.1 The proponent is the owner of the property legally described above located within City limits. 

2.2 The site is currently vacant. There is a proposal for a 28,000 SF building for the repair of 
aircraft parts . The property will need to be platted in order for a building permit to be issued. 

2.3 The area is zoned Heavy Industrial, which corresponds with the Comprehensive Plan Land 
Use Designation of Industrial. Surrounding land uses are a mix of uses, including the Titan 
Data Center, Endeavor Middle School, Wallenstien Performing Arts Center, and vacant land 
zoned Heavy Industrial inside City limits and Public outside City limits. 

2.4 Randolph Road is outside City limits. Patton Blvd. is classified as a secondary street. There 
are sidewalks on both frontages. Utilities are available to serve the site. 

2.5 The Development Engineer provided a list of comments and corrections that must be 
addressed before the final plat is submitted for review, documents that must be submitted for 
review, and reimbursements that must be paid before the plat is recorded . 

2.6 Grant County Public Works commented on requirements related to accesses and 
approaches. 

2. 7 The Bureau of Reclamation and East Columbia Basin Irrigation District noted that the plat is 
outside the Project and District, so they have no comments. 

2.8 The Washington State Department of Ecology commented that a discharge permit would be 
required for any discharge of wastewater associated with parts cleaning, preparation, or 
rinsing. 



2.9 A Determination of Non-Significance (DNS) was issued for the project on August 13, 2014, 
under the State Environmental Policy Act Rules (WAC 197-11 ). No probable significant 
environmental impacts were identified, so no mitigation was required. 

2.10 The Comprehensive Plan does not set a transportation level of service for any streets in the 
area. Per Transportation Policy 5.3, where no level of service is specifically adopted, the 
minimum level of service standard shall be 0 . 

2.11 Comprehensive Plan General Land Use Policy 1 encourages cost-effective development 
adjacent to urban areas where adequate public facilities and services exist or can be 
provided in a timely and efficient manner. 

2.12 Comprehensive Plan Land Use Policy 4 encourages infill developments that are scaled and 
designed to fit their surroundings on properties suited to urban development. 

2.13 Industrial Land Use Goal 10 encourages the development of diversified industrial and 
manufacturing activities to provide employment in the area, and strengthen the economy and 
tax base. 

2.14 Industrial Policy 53 is that City shall coordinate with the Grant County Economic Development 
Council, Port of Moses Lake, Public Utility District, and other regional agencies' efforts to 
retain and attract industrial and manufacturing activities in the area. 

2.15 Industrial Policy 54 is that industrial and manufacturing recru itment efforts shall be supported 
by a range of procurable large, open, attractive light- and heavy-industrially-zoned 
development sites located within the UGA. 

2.16 Industrial Policy 55 is that industrial lands should not attract land uses which are more 
appropriate in commercial areas. 

2.17 Industrial Policy 56 is to locate industrial lands in areas that maximize available and planned 
infrastructure, including major transportation corridors. 

3. CONCLUSIONS BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION. 

From the foregoing findings of fact, the Planning Commission makes the following conclusions: 

3.1 The decision of the Planning Commission must be supported by the evidence presented and 
must be consistent with the standards and criteria for review specified in state statutes and 
city ordinances. The standards and criteria for review of preliminary plat applications are 
found in Chapter 58.17 of the Revised Code of Washington (RCW), Title 17 of the Moses 
Lake Municipal Code (MLMC), and Title 20 MLMC. 

3.2 MLMC 20.09.020 requirements: 

1. Comprehensive Plan/Municipal Code: The development is consistent with 
Comprehensive Plan goals and policies on infill and industrial uses by platting a site 
in an industrial area that has access to City services and making the site suitable for 
future development. The development meets the requirements and intent of the 
Municipal Code. 

2. Adequate provisions for necessary improvements: The project will provide 
adequate streets and other public ways, water supply, and sanitary waste disposal. 

3. Impacts: No impacts have been identified under Chapters 14through19 that will not 
be mitigated through existing regulations and conditions.

4. Public health, safety, welfare, and interest: The development is beneficial to the 
public health, safety and welfare and is in the public interest by platting land 
consistent with the intent of the Heavy Industrial Zone and making it suitable for 
development. 

5. Transportation Level of Service: The development does not lower the level of 
service of transportation facilities below the minimum standards established in the 
Comprehensive Plan because platting the property does not change the traffic 
generated by the site . 

6. Parks Level of Service: Not applicable t<? industrial projects. 

7. Dedications: The easements required for dedication are needed to serve the site 
and other users of the municipal utility system. 

4. DECISION OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION. 

On the basis of the foregoing findings of fact and conclusions, it is the decision of the Planning 
Commission of the City of Moses Lake that the request for a preliminary major plat as submitted on 
the property designated above be approved with the following conditions: 

4.1 The comments of the Development Engineer shall be addressed before final plat submittal. 

4.2 The comments of Grant County Public Works dated 7-28-14 shall be addressed. 

4.3 The comments of the Department of Ecology dated 8-6-14 shall be addressed.

A. RCW 84.52 requires the governing body of the City of Moses Lake to fix the 
estimated amount to be raised by taxation on assessed valuation on property within 
the City of Moses Lake 

B. The City of Moses Lake's highest actual levy amount occurred in 2011 and was 
$10,222,955. 

C. The City is allowed by law to increase its tax levy by 1 % over the highest levy amount 
it has ever received since 1985, which for the City of Moses Lake was $10,222,955 
in2011 . 

D. The City of Moses Lake's actual levy amount from the previous year, 2014, was 
$6,091,996, which was reduced from the anticipated levy in 2014, because of an 
appeal of a taxpayer's assessment before the Grant County Board of Equalization 
(BOE). The BOE's decision has been appealed to the State of Washington's Board 
of Tax Appeals. The reduction in levy amount will probably remain in place until a 
resolution of the appeal. 

E. The City of Moses Lake has a population of more than 10,000. 

F. Public hearings were held, with notice duly provided, to consider the city's current 
expense budget for the 2015 calendar year pursuant to RCW 84.55.120. 

G. The City Council of the City of Moses Lake, after hearing and duly considering all 
relevant evidence and testimony presented, determine that the City of Moses Lake 
requires an increase in property tax revenue from the previous year, in addition to 
that resulting from the addition of new construction and improvements to property, 
any increase in the value of state assessed utility property, and any increase due to 
the annexation of new territory and refunds made, in order to discharge the expected 
expenses and obligations of the city. 

Section 2: Tax Levy: The following taxes for general municipal purposes for the City of Moses 
Lake for the year 2015 be and the same are hereby levied upon all taxable property within the City 
of Moses Lake. An increase in the regular property tax levy of $4,335,419, in addition to the 
increase resulting from the addition of new construction and improvements to property as 
authorized by RCW 84.55.010, and any increase in the value of state assessed utility property, is 
hereby authorized for the 2015 levy in the amount of $15,000,000 which is a percentage increase 
of 71 .1658682% from the previous year, and any increase due to the annexation of new territory,

Per your request, I have researched chickens located within City limits of other jurisdictions. 
Summary: 

1. The majority of the complaints were noisy roosters. There were no chicken complaints. 
Most jurisdictions recommended banning rooster.s from the beginning. Many are going back 
and amending the code to ban roosters after the fact. 

2. Most jurisdictions require a building permit for the chicken coops if they are over 200 square 
feet. Our building department requires permits for buildings over 200 square feet. 

3. There were several comments that most jurisdictions don't enforce on the ordinance. They 
have animal control officers, the police department or health district do the enforcement. 

4. All the jurisdictions I contacted had setbacks in regards to where the chicken coop was 
allowed in relation to neighboring properties.

Backyard Chickens in Shoreline 
Keeping chickens is becoming increasingly popular in urban areas. This flyer 
is provided to answer the most common questions related to backyard 
chickens in Shoreline. 

Q. How many chickens can I have? 

A. The allowable number of chickens is based on the size of the chicken 
coop, aviary or loft that you have. 

Q. Can I have a rooster? 

A. It is legal to have a rooster in Shoreline, but we recommend that you 
avoid keeping roosters. Be considerate and consult with your neighbors first 
in order to avoid noise complaints. 

Q. Where can I keep my chickens? 

A. Chickens must be kept in an enclosure at least 10 feet from any property 
line and 20 feet from any dwelling unit Again, it's a good idea to consult 
with your neighbors first. You don't want to infringe on others' enjoyment of 
their property. Greater setbacks may be required if the enclosure is greater 
than 200 square feet or taller than 10 feet. 

Q. What kind of coop do I need? 

A. As with any animal, for happy and healthy chickens, provide plenty of air 
circulation and room to wander inside enclosures. Be sure your enclosure 
protects your chickens from cats, dogs, and raccoons. There are many good 
books and online resourses on raising backyard chickens with attractive 
designs for chicken houses. Chicken coops must provide at least 2 cubic 
feet of space for each chicken, but may not be larger than 2, 000 square feet 
in footprint. Contact the Planning and Development Services office at (206) 
801-25 00, about building permit requirements. 

Q. What if my neighbors' chickens are too noisy? 

A. "Public Disturbance Noise" is defined as "any noise which unreasonably 
disturbs or interferes with the peace and comfort of owners or possessors of 
real property." Try talking to your neighbors ifthere is a problem. Noise 
complaints should go to the Shoreline Police Department at (206) 296-
33I1. 

Q. What if my neighbors' chickens coop is too smelly? 

A. Talk to your neighbor about controlling odor by keeping their chicken 
coop clean. The only time chickens will smell bad is if they are sick or their 
coop is not cleaned often enough. Suspected health code violations should 
be reported to the Seattle-King County Health Department at (206) 296-
7387. The Planning and Development Services Director can determine the 
presence of a public nuisance.

Where permitted, the keeping of poultry and livestock (excluding swine and ch ickens) is 
subject to the following conditions: 

A. Minimum Lot Requirements. 

1. In residential zones, the lot or tract must exceed 40,000 square feet; 

2. In mixed-use zones, on lots or tracts with legally established residential uses that 
exceed 40,000 square feet; 

B. The keeping of swine is not permitted; 

C. Beekeeping for noncommercial purposes is limited to 25 hives; 

D. Any building or structure housing poultry or livestock including, but not limited to , any 
stable, paddock, yard, runway, pen, or enclosure, or any manure pile shall be located not 
less than 75 feet from any habitation; 

E. No building or structure housing poultry or livestock including, but not limited to, any 
stable, paddock, yard, runway, pen, or enclosure, or any manure pi le shall be located 
within the front yard nor be closer than 1 O feet from any side property line; 

F. The keeping of animals and livestock is limited as follows : 

1. Not more than three horses, mules, donkeys, bovines, llamas or alpacas shall be 
permitted per gross acre; or 

2. Not more than six sheep or goats shall be permitted per gross acre; or 

3. Any equivalent combination of subsections (F)(1) and (2) of this section; 

G. Small Animals/Fowl. A maximum of one animal or fowl (excluding chickens), including 
duck, turkey, goose or similar domesticated fowl , or rabbit, mink, nutria, chinchilla or 
similar animal, may be raised or kept per 3,000 square feet of gross lot area. In addition, 
a shed, coop, hutch or similar containment structure must be constructed prior to the 
acquisition of any small animal/fowl ; 

H. In residential areas, the keeping of chickens is subject to the following conditions: 

1. A maximum of one chicken may be raised or kept per 2,000 gross square feet of 
lot area, with a maximum of 25 birds allowed; 

2. The keeping of roosters is prohibited; 

3. Coops, hutches or similar containment structures must be kept a minimum of 20 
feet from the front property line, five feet from side and rear property lines, and 15 
feet from f lanking streets;

BACKYARD CHICKENS 
The City of Federal Way recognizes the importance of residents providing self-sufficient, sustainable, and 
organic food options for their families. In order to increase these options, the city now allows residents to 
keep a limited number of chickens and ducks in residential zones. This document provides information 
regarding the zoning regulations that apply to keeping chickens and ducks. Please refer to Federal Way 
Revised Code Chapter 19.260 for code requirements in their entirety. 

How MANY CHICKENS AND/OR DUCKS MAY I KEEP? 
Residential lots less than 35,000 square feet (0.8 acre) may keep any combination of four chickens and/or 
ducks. For those lots 35,000 square feet and larger, up to 20 chickens and/or ducks may be kept on the 
property. To find out the size of your lot, visit the King County Assessor website at 
www .kingcounty.gov/assessor. 

ARE ROOSTERS ALLOWED? 
Roosters are not permitted within the city except for typical farming uses in Suburban Estate (SE) zones. 
Those roosters that were legally kept in zones other than SE prior the adoption of city ordinance #11-681 
must be removed no later than June 30, 2011. 

Do I NEED A PERMIT OR LICENSE? 
No permits or licenses from the city are required to own chickens or ducks. Coops exceeding 200 square 
feet require a building pemrit. 

WHAT ARE THE COOP REQUIREMENTS? 
Coops must be setback at least 10 feet from side and rear property lines. Coops are not allowed in areas 
extending from the primary dwelling unit to the front property line. Three general coop designs are 
acceptable for housing chickens and ducks. New or reclaimed materials may be used to meet the following 
general exterior guidelines. 
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Yes. The city's chicken/duck keeping regulations allow residents to use a different coop design if one of 
the following two criteria can be met: (l) the alternative design is equal or superior to the adopted 
standards; or (2) the alternative design is needed to accommodate particular breeds. Modification requests 
should be addressed to the Permit Center with photos/drawings and written narrative detailing how the 
above-referenced criteria are met.

(1) Four small farm animals (noncommercial) shall be allowed per legal lot of record. Lots 
that are one contiguous half acre in size or greater shall be allowed no more than 12 
small farm animals per acre. All small farm animals kept outside shall be cooped or kept 
in hutches or pens or similar enclosures. 

(2) Large farm animals (noncommercial) shall be allowed if the property ownership is at 
least one contiguous half acre in size or greater at a ratio of one animal per 10,000 
square feet of maintained pasture area. 

(3) No swine, peacocks, roosters or other male poultry shall be permitted. 

(4) The property shall be maintained in a clean , sanitary condition so as to be free from 
offensive odors, fly breeding, dust and general nuisances and shall be in compliance with 
health district regulations. 

(5) Adequate measures shall be taken to properly dispose of animal wastes. 

(6) Barns, pens, shelters or other structures for the keeping or feeding of large or small 
farm animals shall be located no closer than 10 feet from any adjoining property in 
addition to meeting other applicable standards as set forth in the underlying zoning 
district for accessory structures. 

(7) "Pasture" is defined as that area which is enclosed within a perimeter fence, and shall 
not include that portion of the property used for the residential structure(s) and required 
front yard building setbacks. Pasture areas shall be maintained with a permanent uniform 
top cover of vegetation. 

(8) A fence or other structure, adequate to contain the animal(s), shall be maintained at 
all times. 

(9) The implementation of this section shall be reviewed by the planning commission with 
a report submitted by the planning commission to the city council on or about the one 
year anniversary date of the adoption of Ordinance No. 2011 - 18. (Ord. 201 1-18 § 7; Ord. 
2010-03 § 1 (Exh. A); Ord. 2007-34 § 2 (Exh. A))

Title 17A Administration 

Chapter 17A.020 Definitions 

Section 17A.020.040 "D" Definitions 

A. Day. 
A calendar day. A time period expressed in a number of days is computed by excluding the first day and including the last day. 
When an act to be done requires a City business day, and the last day by which the act may be done is not a City business day, 
then the last day to act is the following business day. 

B. Debris Flow. 
Slow moving, sediment gravity flow composed of large rock fragments and soil supported and carried by a mud-water mixture. 

C. Debris Slide. 
A shallow landslide within rock debris with the slide usually occurring within a relatively narrow zone. 

D. Dedication. 
The deliberate appropriation of land, or an easement therein, by its owner for any general and public uses, reserving to the 
owner no rights other than those that are compatible with the full exercise and enjoyment of the public uses for which the 
property has been devoted, and accepted for such use by or on behalf of the public. The intention to dedicate shall be evidenced 
by the owner by the presentment for filing of a final plat, short plat, or binding site plan showing the dedication thereon or by 
dedication deed to the City. The acceptance by the public shall be evidenced by the approval of such plat, short plat, binding site 
plan, or at the City's option, by the City recording such dedication deed with the Spokane County auditor. 

E. Degraded Wetland. 
A wetland altered through impairment of some physical or chemical property wh ich results in reduction of one or more wetland 
functions and values. 

F. Demolition or Partial Demolition. 
The destruction, removal, or relocation, in whole or in part, of a building or structure or a sign ificant feature of a building or 
structure that is of important historical character. Demolition (or partial demolition) does not include the removal of past additions 
for the express purpose of restoration of a structure to its historic appearance, form, or function. Demolition (or partial 
demolition) does not include the destruction or removal of portions of a building or structure that are not significant to defining its 
historic character. This exclusion is valid so long as the demolition Is done as part of a design review application approved 
pursuant to chapter 17C.040 SMC. 

G. Density. 
The number of housing units per acre as permitted by the zoning code. 

H. Denuded. 
Land that has had the natural vegetative cover or other cover removed leaving the soil exposed to mechanical and chemical 
weathering. 

I. Department. 
Any of the departments of engineering services, planning services, fire department, or parks and recreation for wh ich 
responsibility has been assigned by charter or code for administration. 

J. Design Departure. 
Any change that is sought to modify or waive a design requirement (R) or waive a design presumption (P) contained within the 
design standards. The design departure process is found in chapter 17G.030 SMC, Design Departures. 

K. Design Guidelines. 
A set of design parameters for development which apply within a design district, sub-district, or overlay zone. The guidelines are 
adopted public statements of intent and are used to evaluate the acceptability of a project's design. 

L. Design Review Board. 
The design review board is defined in chapter 4.13 SMC. The design review board was previously named design review 
committee. Any reference to design review committee Is the same as a reference to the design review board.

A. Where Permitted.

The keeping of large domestic animals is permitted outright only in the RA zone. The keeping of small domestic animals is 
permitted outright In the RA, RSF, RTF, RMF and RHO zones and any zone that permits dwelling units. The definitions of large 
domestic animal and small domestic animal are stated in chapter 17A.020 SMC, Definitions. 

B. Standards Applicable to Keeping of Large or Small Domestic Animals. 

1. The following ratios of area to animals apply: 

a. Large domestic animals: Three animals per gross acre on irrigated land. 

b. Large domestic animals: One animal per gross acre on non-irrigated land. 

c. Small domestic animals: One animal per two thousand square feet of land. 

2. Animal Enclosure Setbacks. 
No structure or enclosure for animals or poultry other than fencing or grazing land may be located less than ninety feet 
either from the centerline of any street nor from any adjoining lot.

Salmonella is a type of germ 

that naturally lives in the intestines of poultry and many other animals. Even organically fed poultry 

can have Salmonella. While it usually doesn't make the birds sick, Salmonella can cause serious 

illness when it is passed to people.

Sometimes, people can become so sick from a Salmonella infection that they have to go to the 

hospital. Children under the age of 5 years, older adults, and people with weakened immune 

systems, including pregnant women, are more likely to have a serious illness. When severe infection 

occurs, Salmonella may spread from the intestines to the bloodstream and then to other body sites 

and can cause death unless the person is treated promptly with antibiotics.
